Installation instruction of solar panel

1. keep the installation angle of solar panels about 30-45° with the horizontal
plane, as shown in the picture below.

2. The installation between the solar panel and the camera is shown in the
following figure(open up the silicone cover at the bottom of the camera,
remove the small center part of the cover, insert the power cord through the
opening and plug it into the USB port and then close the cover taking up any
slack in the power cord from the solar panel).

Tips for the installation of solar panel

1. When installing in the northern hemisphere, face the panel to the south, and
when installing in the southern hemisphere, face the panel to the north.

2. Take care to install the solar panel so that the sun is not blocked by any items
such as eaves, trees branches, etc.
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Test the Wifi signal at installation position

Use cell phone to test Wifi signal quality at the installation position before
installing camera, make sure the Wifi router can provide good Wifi signal.
