2. Make sure the RED LED light is blinking slowly when power on. if not, 
    please reset the camera.
3. Make sure your camera and wifi router are not far away.
4. Make sure your phone is close to the camera when configuring.
5. Go to Wi-Fi setting of your smartphone to see if camera ID like YIEYE-XXXXX-XXXXX 
    is matched with the one we put the sticker on the device
6. Please do not connect camera ID YIEYE-XXXXX-XXXXX directly from Wi-Fi setting 
    of your smartphone
7. Make sure your Wi-Fi SSID do not contain any symbol or special characters.      
8. Make sure your camera is charged up to 24 hours for the first time use.

9.Start using the device Wi-Fi Configuration
Step 1 Place the dummy smoke detector security camera on a flat surface close to 
home router along with user’s mobile phone, slide the ON/OFF switch to On position. 
Red LED blinks within 180 seconds.

Note:lt only support 2.4Ghz internet 
Wi-Fi network,no 5G network.



Step 2  Wait a full 40 seconds for the device to 
boot up, then enter Setting on the phone, select 
Wi-Fi, scan and join the network of Wi-Fi router. 

Note:
A.Please do not directly connect and join camera 
ID in Wi-Fi setting of your smartphone 
B.If there is no camera ID like YIEYE-XXXXXX-
XXXXX displayed, Press and hold Reset button up 
to 10 seconds and then release to reset the camera.
