Power off: Press and hold the multifunction button for 5 seconds until the red
lightturns on and you hear the "Power off" tone.

Sliding dimming makes it easy to respond to a variety of ambient light
conditions. When in use, the lens transmittance can be switched cyclically by
sliding theright lens leg back and forth, and the lens transmittance is divided
into several levels, ranging from 20% to 65%.

The lenses are UV resistant and can effectively resist UVA/UVB to protect the
user's eyes.
