Step1: Connect the LED Controller with LED Light Strip.

Choose smooth, dry, clean surface. Avoid dusty or rough surface.

Clean the surface and dry out before sticking.

Step2:Connect the LED Controller with power supply.
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Pull out the transparent chip and use remote to test lights before sticking.

Please read following tips carefully before sticking.

Plan routing of the strip. Better start from the controller box.

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* If lights don't work, please revert direction and try again.
* Please aim the arrow to positive(12V/24V) side of strip.
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Press the whole strips repeatedly with force on blank area.

Peel o� the protective �lm and stick.



One IR remote is included in package.
Please pull out the plastic chip in bottom �rst to power on the remote.
You can insert the chip back when unused to get longer battery life.
Aim to the controller directly within 6 meters to ensure

communication.
There are keys for "ON/OFF/Brightness up/Brightness down/
》Static colors/Dynamic Modes" and so on. Just try it.
