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START

Power on/off
1. Hold down the power button for 2-3 seconds to turn on the tablet. Select the

language and follow the start up guide to set up the tablet.

2. Holddownthe powerbutton for2seconds beforereleasingit,whichwilldisplay

power off and restart on the screen. Click power off to turn off the tablet.

3. Press and hold the power button for 5 seconds to do a forced shutdown, if it

freezes.

Battery
1. A rechargeable Li-ion battery is installed in the tablet.

2. We suggest you drain the battery completely once a month, if you only use your

tablet occasionally.

3. DO NOT dispose of tablet in a fire.

4. Chargethe device fully each timeto increase the batterylife.

5. Youcan chargethetablet, evenif thetablethas somepowerleft init, asthe

lithium battery does not need to be fully drained to charge.

6. A full charge can be used for an average of 3 hours.

Sleep Mode

Simplypressthepowerbuttononce toswitchthetablettotheSleep Modewhenthe

tablet is ON; press again to wake it up.

Tip:

Go to Settings > Display > Screen timeout to set the time of entering the Sleep Mode.

Wi-Fi Connection

2. Select your Wi-Fi, and input the correct password.
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Bluetooth Pairing

Please turn on the Bluetooth on your tablet and your Bluetooth device.

1. Tap Connected devices and turn on the Bluetooth;
2. Tap+pairnewdevicetoenterthescanninginterface.Devicesavailablewillbe

displayed after a few seconds;
3. Tap the desired device to get a pairing code and click PAIR on both devices.

An automatic connection will be applied to some devices.

APP MANAftEMENT

App Download and Installation
1. Tap and open Play Store on the Home screen;
2. Log into your Google account, search and download the App you need.

App Management

Uninstall the App

Connecting to the Computer
I. Connect your tablet to the computer with the type C cable and go to Quick Settings;

and computer.

Select Charging this device to charge your tablet;

Connectingto an External Device

1. Install a microSD cardintothe microSD cardslot andgo to Quick Settings;
2.Tap to set up ;
3.Set the microSD card as a portable storage by selecting Use as portable storage.

Enter micro SD Card storage to move files between the card and tablet.
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TROUBLESHOOTINft

QI. The tablet doesn't power on.
. Reboot your tablet after charging for 30 minutes;
. Press the power button to see if the tablet is in the Sleep Mode;
. Press and hold the power button for 5s to turn off the tablet, then reboot it;
. Press the Reset button with a pin to reset the tablet.

Q2. The tablet doesn't charge
.Chargethedeviceforatleast30minutes,incasethebatterywascompletely drained;
. Make sure the USB cable is properly plugged into the charger port;
.TryanothercompatibleUSBcableandadapter.

Q3.Errormessage occursduringthe operation

. Uninstall the App with the error message, then download and install again;

. Press the Reset button with a pin to reset the tablet.

Q4. The tablet cannot be detected by the computer.

. Make sure the tablet is powered on;

. Try another USB cable;

. Try another USB port on the computer;

.Instead of Chargethis device,chooseTransfer files orTransfer photos(PTP)

when connecting the tablet to the computer.

Q5. The tablet cannot connect to the Wi-Fi

. Make sure the Wi-Fi on your tablet is ON；

. Make sure you input the correct password when connecting the Wi-Fi ;

. Reboot the router;

. Make sure there is no filter setting or device connection limitation in the settings

of the router;

. Forget the current Wi-Fi, reset the router and connect the Wi-Fi again.

Q6. The storage space of the tablet is not enough.

. Delete the Apps you don't use;

. Clear the cache of the Apps regularly;

. Install a micro SD card to expand the storage.
