INSTALLING BATTERIESPLAY
The cars require 4 AA 1.5V battery (not included) and the remotes 

require 2 AA 1.5V batteries (included).

Use a Phillips head or Cross screwdriver to loosen the screw 

securing the battery cover plate. Insert the batterie(s), ensuring the 

correct polarity. Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw.

NIGHTLIGHT
If batteries are inserted correctly, press the spoiler to activated the 

nightlight whatever the car is turned on or off. Press one by one to 

adjust the brightness.
