Charging the Battery

To power the unit or charge the internal battery, connect the DC
Power Input on the speaker to a standard power outlet using an AC/
DC power adapter (not included)
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LED Indicator Meaning

The LED Indicator Light will turn solid red while the speaker is charging. After the
speaker is fully charged, the light will turn off.

Bluetooth Wireless

Pairing & Playing Audio

1. When powered on, the speaker will enter Bluetooth Mode automatically. If
you are playing from a different source, press the Power On/Off and Source
button to select Bluetooth Mode.

2. Using the Bluetooth setting on your device, search for new devices and
select ISBW303. Refer to the user’s manual for your specific device for
instructions on pairing and connecting Bluetooth devices.

When successfully paired, a voice prompt will announce the connection.

4. Use the controls on the connected device to select and begin playing audio.
Use the controls on the speaker or the connected device to play, pause, and
adjust volume.

Note: The speaker will automatically connect to the last paired device when
powering on. If your device becomes unpaired or it is unable to connect, press
and hold the Play/Pause/Pair button for 3 seconds to enter pairing mode. A voice
prompt will announce “Bluetooth is connecting” start from step two to connect to
your device.

AuxIn

Requires a 3.5mm audio cable.

1. Connect a 3.5mm audio cable to the Aux In on the speaker and the
audio output/headphone jack on an audio device.

2. The speaker will automatically switch to Aux in mode.
Use the controls on the connected device to select and play audio.

4. To exit Aux In mode, either unplug the 3.5mm audio cable or press the
Power/Source button to return to Bluetooth mode.

Voice Prompts

To turn voice prompts on or off, press and hold the Next button for 8 seconds.

Phone Calls

This speaker supports handsfree phone calls in Bluetooth mode. When connected
to your phone, press the Play/Pause/Pair button to answer a phone call.
