@ LiPo Battery Safety Motes:

This Wifi Drone is powered by a Lithium-Polymer (LiFg) battery,

To aveid risk of fire or damage, never recharge your battery while it is inserted in the Drone,
If you do not plan to fly the Wifi Drone for a week or more, store the battery approximately 50%
charged to maintain battery performance and lifa, J

Prevent Moisture:
This Wifi Drone contains many precise slectrical components,

Store the battery and the Wifi Drone in a dry area at room temperature, Exposurs to water or
moisture may cause malfunction resulting in loss of responsiveness, or a crash.

Proper Qperation:
For safety only use the included spare parts for replacements.

Always be aware of the Rotating Blades:

When in operation, the main and tail rotor blades will be spinning at high speed, The blades are
capable of inflicting serous bady injury or property damage.,

Be careful to keep your body and loose clothing away from the blades. Never take your eyes off
the Wifi Drone or leave it unattended while it is turned on, Stop operating immeadiately if the \Wifi
Drane flies out of your view. Once landed, immediately turn off the Wifi Drone and remote control.

Avoid Flying Alone:

Beginners should avoid flying alone when learning flight skills. We recommend fying with an
experienced pilot nearby in case you need help.



" SAFETY ADVISORY NOTICE
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LiPo batteries are different from conventional batteries in that their chemicals contents are
encased in a relatively ightwsight foil packaging.

e [Besfore cperations, check the batteries of the transmitter and Crone are charged for the flight.

([down position).

e Carefully check the Wifi Drone and propellers. Broken parts will pose risk of injury and hazard.

® Check the batlery and power plug are securely faslened. Severe vibration during flight may
detach the plug and resuk in loss of contral,

® When turning on the until, always turn on the remate first, and then turn on the Wifi Drone, To
power off, abvays turn off the Wifi Drone first and then the transmitler.

® (o not overcharge the battery, When batteries are fully charged the LED indicators light
will go out, unplug the battery from the power source immeadiately.

& Do not charge on the flammable or combustible surface (such as carpet, wooden floor, solid
wood furniture, etc,) or on electric-conductive surface,

® \When the battery has recently died, wait a few minutes to let the battery cool then begin
charging.

ASSEMBLING THE DRONE
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Assembing the Wi Dronae: Use the privided equipment to achiove the Wit Drane’s bast use

@ First: Install the landing skids to the bottom of the Drone (Figure 1), and instal the protecting
frame around the blades for every corner, then lock the screws inte place (Figure 2).
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@ Second: When replacing damaged blades use the provided ones from the Wifi Drone
packaging. The set will come with 4 replacement propellers, two (A) type and twa (B) type. To
place the propellers correctly so that the Wifi Drone will fly you must align the like the
ilustration bellow; the A's are diagenal from one another, and the B's are as well (Figure 2).
Once the propellers have besn aligned comectly push them into place,

@ Third: The final step in preparing the Wi Drone for flight is implementing the fully charged
Li-Po Batlery. On the provided Li-Po battery, connect the Battery end into the Battery lead
located on the physical Wifi Drone, as shown in Figure 3, Then slide the Li-Po battery into the
alcove of the physical Wifi Drone, so that the battery cords are oulside of the Wifi Drone.
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@ Fourth: Turn the controller over, and using the provided screw driver remaove the screw to
unlock the battery placement compartment. Unhinge the compartments door and push and
slide the door off the compartment, follow the "open" arrow and place four ( included ) AA
Batteries info the back of the cantroller, as shown in Figure 4,

@ Fifth: Attach the smartphone helder to the control securely, and fit your mobile device with in
the grips (Figure &) o get a live feed of the Drone's camera,
