Replacing the Battery 

To remove and replace the battery: 

 
Lift and remove the battery cover. Set the cover aside. 

          
The battery removal divot and lift the  

battery out of the battery compartment. 
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Align the gold contacts on the new battery with the 

gold contacts on the Mobile Hotspot and gently 

slide the battery into place. 
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  Replacing the Battery (cont’d) 

Remove the back cover by setting it on the Mobile Hotspot where the notches 

align,then press on the cover until it clicks into place and is flat across the entire 

bottom surface.

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Replacing the 4G LTE SIM Card 
Your SIM (Subscriber Identity Module) card is a small rectangular 

plastic card that stores your phone number and important information 

about your wireless service. 

Your Mobile Hotspot comes with the SIM card already installed. 

To remove the 4G LTE SIM card: 

Remove cover using the cutout on the back cover.. 

Remove the battery. 

Carefully slide the latch of the SIM tray to the left to take out 

the SIM card. Place new SIM card into the slot and slide latch 

to the right to lock it in place. 

 

 

CAUTION! 
Do not bend or scratch your SIM card. Avoid exposing your SIM card to static 
electricity, water, or dirt. 
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Turning your Mobile Hotspot On and Off 

 To turn your Mobile Hotspot on, press and hold the Power button for 2 seconds 

 To turn it off, press and hold the Power button for 3 seconds 

 To wake the Mobile Hotspot display, press and release the Power button. 
 

 

Setting Up Wi-Fi Connection 

Press and hold the “power” button for 5 seconds until the welcome 

logo is displayed on the Screen, and Wi-Fi is on. 

Use your terminal device to search for the wireless network connection with the 

Wi-Fi’s SSID “Verizon-R440L” enter Password and click “Connect”.

This screen allows you to define IP addresses to be filtered. IP filtering must be 

enabled from the Firewall settings first in order to apply this feature to Blacklist

This screen allows you to define what type of ports to be applied. Port filtering

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Common Problems and Solutions 

The following are some common problems and solutions. 

My Mobile Hotspot just powered off without my pressing the power button. 

Why? 

This may occur under any of the following circumstances. 

 Pressing the Master Reset button on the device or performing a reset from the  

Web UI. 

 Mobile Hotspot automatically restarting after a new software was updated 

 Switching various profile settings in the Web UI. 

 Battery depletion. 

 

To restore battery power, follow these steps. 

 

Manually press and hold the power button to turn it back on. 

 

If the battery is depleted, charge the Mobile Hotspot with the wall charger. 

 
How do I reset the Mobile Hotspot back to factory settings? 

The master reset button is in a small hole located on the bottom of the Mobile 

Hotspot, underneath the battery cover. This button returns the Mobile Hotspot to 

factory settings, including re-setting 

the Wi-Fi Name (SSID) and Wi-Fi Password. To reset the Mobile Hotspot, follow these 

steps. 

 

Locate the reset button by removing the battery door.

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Press and hold the reset button with your finger or use the tip of 

a pencil or pen. Hold down until the display shows “Resetting” 

in about 5 seconds. 

 

  
 

WARNING! 
Resetting your Mobile Hotspot overwrites ALL existing settings. If 

the Wi-Fi settings change, you will lose this connection, and need 

to reconnect using the new settings.

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You can also reset the device back to the factory settings through the Web UI 

To reset the access point and router settings, follow these steps. 

 

Connect your PC or other device to the Mobile Hotspot and bring 

up the Web UI (http://my.jetpack/  or http://192.168.1.1). You 

must be connected to the Mobile Hotspot either by tethered 

data cable or by Wi-Fi connection. 

Configuration > Settings> Restore and Restart 

 

The Restore and Restart page has a Restore Factory Defaults button. This 

button resets all Access Point and Router settings to their factory default 

values. All existing settings will be lost if the button is pressed. 

 

No service is available. 

 Check how many signal bars you have. If there are less than 2,try to reorient 

your device. 

If you are inside a building or near a structure that may be blocking the 

signal, change the position or location of the device. For example, try 

moving your device close to a window. 

 You are outside your coverage area, or there may be a problem 

with your account. Check with your network operator. 

 
The Mobile Hotspot has no power or the device screen does not 

display when the power button is pressed. 

 Make sure the battery is properly inserted in the device. 

 Make sure the battery is fully charged. Plug in the AC charger for at least 1 hour.

I forgot my Mobile Hotspot Admin website Password. 

 Your Mobile Hotspot Admin Website Password is the same as your Wi-Fi Password. 

I cannot connect to my Mobile Hotspot. 

 Make sure the Network Signal Strength indicator displays at 

least one bar and that the type of network is displayed on the 

Mobile Hotspot Home screen. 

 Make sure your Wi-Fi is turned on the device you want to 

connect. (Refer to your Mobile Hotspot’s Help if you need 

assistance.) 

 

Open your wireless network connection list: 

The Speed Mobile Hotspot SSID will be listed as “Verizon-

RC440L” PC’s: Left-click icon and select View Available 

Networks.  

PC’s: Click Connect.  

When your device is connected to the network, the 

Connected Devices icon in the status bar will show a 

connected device. 

 

How do I disconnect from the network?

 Connect the equipment into an outlet on a circuit different from 

that to which the receiver is connected. 

 Consult the dealer or an experienced radio/TV technician for help.

These are the 

only ways the digital baseband portion will turn on the RF transmitter, which it 

then turns off the end of the packet. Therefore, the transmitter will be on only 

while one of the aforementioned packets is being transmitted. In other words, 

this device automatically discontinues transmission in case of either absence of 

information to transmit or operational failure. 

Caring for your Mobile Hotspot 
Like any electronic device, the Mobile Hotspot must be 

handled with care to ensure reliable operation. Orbic®  

recommends the following guidelines: 

 Protect the Mobile Hotspot from liquids, dust, and excessive temperatures.

 Do not apply adhesive labels to the Mobile Hotspot; they might cause 

the Mobile Hotspot to potentially overheat, and they might alter the 

performance of the antenna.

 Store the Mobile Hotspot in a safe place when not in use.

Battery Use 
Handle and store batteries properly to avoid injury or damage. Most battery issues 

arise from improper handling of removable battery and, particularly, from the 
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continued use of damaged batteries. 

• Do not disassemble or open crush, bend or deform, puncture or shred.

• Do not modify or remanufacture, attempt to insert foreign objects into the 

battery, immerse or expose to water or other liquids, expose to fire, explosion or 

other hazard. 

• Only use the battery for the system for which it is specified.

• Only use the battery with a charging system that has been qualified with 

the system per CTIA Certification Requirements for Battery System 

Compliance to IEEE 1725. Use of an unqualified battery or charger may 

present a risk of fire, explosion, leakage, or other hazard. 

• Do not short circuit a battery or allow metallic conductive objects to contact 

battery terminals. 

• Replace the battery only with another battery that has been 

qualified with the system per this standard, IEEE-Std-1725. Use 

of an unqualified battery may present a risk of fire, explosion, 

leakage or other hazard.

• Only authorized service providers shall replace battery. (If the battery is non-

user replaceable).

• Promptly dispose of used batteries in accordance with local regulations.

• Battery usage by children should be supervised.

• Avoid dropping the mobile hotspot or battery. If the mobile hotspot or 

battery is dropped, especially on a hard surface, and the user suspects

damage, take it to a service center for inspection.

• Improper battery use may result in a fire, explosion or other hazard.

• The maximum operating temperature is 40°C.

Cleaning and Maintenance 

The Product, the battery and the charger are not waterproof. Do not use them 

in places with high humidity like a bathroom and also avoid spilling any liquids 

on the Product, battery or charger. Use a soft cloth to clean the Product, 

the battery and the charger. Do not use alcohol, diluted liquid or benzene to 

clean the Product.
