N2RU Power Supply

For CrossFire N2RU system, it needs DC power to supply N2RU at remote side. Here are 2 methods for power supply - AC/DC power
adapter and power supply unit (PSU).

When using AC/DC power adapter, all you need is to prepare an AC power cable which have proper paired connect for adapter.
