Introduction: 

The Tags are used to locate people or assets in a facility while they are attached or worn by 

the person/asset. The buttons are used to send a general message through the gateway to 

the system's dashboard and can be configured (for example: in nursing home this is used for 

as a nurse call device). 

Battery type Tag v4.0: CR2032 3V with two general purpose buttons  

Battery type Tag v3.0: CR1220 3V with one general purpose button 

 

Instructions: 

Activating the tag 

1. Make sure you have purchased our online web server system or contact us at 

support@power‐tags.com 

2. Connect the Gateway to a USB power source; make sure the LED is turned on. 

3. Press for at least 8 seconds the button on the Tag, make sure the LED on the tag is 

blinking once and the LED in the gateway is blinking as well. 

Deactivating the tag 

To turn off the tag press the button for at least 8 seconds, the LED will bling once and the tag 
will turn off.
