If there is no sound

around the baby unit within 30 seconds, it willstop audio transmission and tur off the

screen of the parent unit. When the baby unit detects any sounds louder than the sensitivity

Tevel, it willstart transmitting the signal to the parent unit again and turn on the screen of

the parent unit.
