Bluetooth Operating
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Turn ON the unit using the power switch as shown in the diagram above

A flashing blue light next to the power switch will show that the unit is ready to pair with
your Bluetooth enabled device, on your device enabled your Bluetooth function, search for
"LI-S452BT" pair and you are ready to go.

You have the option of adjusting the volume from the control knob or remote control of the
unit. It is recommended that you turn the volume of your paired device to maximum level and
make your sound adjustments using the control knob or remote control provided with this unit.
The sound quality of the speaker will depend on the quality of your music files and on the distance
of external Bluetooth enabled device from the speaker.

. When connected to Bluetooth® enabled device, short press “PREV” to play the previous track
and short press  “NEXT" to listen to the next track from unit or remote control. Tracks can also
be changed through your external Bluetooth® enabled device.

To pause or release pause, press “PLAY/PAUSE" from unit or remote control. You also have
the option to use your paired device to control this unit using the play, pause, previous or Next functions
Please remember to turn OFF the power of the speaker after use.
