To charge the battery:

PAIRING WITH BLUETOOTH®

listed as an available device. Depending on your device, you may have to tap
SCAN to update the device list. Consult your device's owner's manual.

4. If prompted, type the password or PIN 0000.

5. When the devices are successfully paired, the Bluetooth® Indicator glows solid
blue.

Once paired, the devices will remain paired, even after being turned off, until you
delete the connection.
