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About  Android 

An Android phone can perform  many of the sam e funct ions as a com puter. But  you can also adjust  it  to bet ter 

suit  your needs, to receive the inform at ion you want , and have fun at  the sam e t im e. You can add and delete 

applicat ions, or enhance them  to im prove funct ionality. At  Android Market  you can download a range of 

applicat ions and gam es from a constant ly growing collect ion. You can also integrate applicat ions on your 

Android phone with your personal data and online accounts. For example, you can back up your t rack of your 

appointm ents, and engage in as m uch social networking as you like. 

 

Applicat ions 

An applicat ion is a phone program that  helps you perform  a task. For exam ple, there are applicat ions to m ake 

calls, take photos and download m ore applicat ions. 

 

Note: The colors and specificat ions shown/ m ent ioned in the user m anual m ay differ from  the actual product . I m ages shown are 

for representat ion purpose only.

Assem ble & charge 

SI M card in 

Make sure that  the clipped corner of the SI M card is facing the correct  direct ion and the m etallic contacts are 

facing the correct  direct ion. Slide the SI M card into the card slot  unt il it  stops. 

SD card in 

Slide the SD card into the SD card slot  with the m etallic pins facing downwards. Push the card unt il it  locks 

into place. 

Bat tery in 

With the m etallic contacts of the bat tery facing the m etallic contacts in the bat tery slot , press the bat tery 

down unt il it  locks into place. 

Charge up 

Ensure the bat tery is inserted in the handset . To charge the bat tery, plug in the charger connector at  your 

phone (USB interface)  and then plug the other end into an AC power socket . 

The bat tery sym bol indicates the charging status. While charging, the charge indicators will scroll.  When all 

the scroll bars are steady, the bat tery is fully charged. Disconnect  the charger from  the phone. Disconnect  the 

charger from  the AC power socket . 

Note: I f the bat tery is powerless, the bat tery icon will reappear after a few m inutes of charging. 

 

 

Touch screen &  keys 

a few essent ials 

 

Touch t ips 

Here are som e t ips on how to navigate around your phone. 

Touch 

To choose an icon or opt ion, touch it .  

 

Touch &  hold 

Open special funct ions or addit ional opt ions. Try it :  From  Applicat ion m enu ,  touch Music icon to enter 
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Music library, then touch and hold an art ist , a song, or an album , som e opt ions will be available to you. For 

exam ple:  play, add to playlist , delete, etc. 

 

Drag 

To scroll through a list  or m ove slowly, drag across the touchscreen. Try it :  on the Hom e screen, touch 

People  icon to enter contacts list , you can drag contacts list  up or down to scroll list . 

 

Slide 

To slide by m oving your finger up or down on the touch screen quickly. Scroll through a list  or m ove quickly, 

slide across the touchscreen (drag quickly and release) . 

 

Double- touch 

Touch quickly twice to zoom  in/ out . For example, double- touch a picture in Gallery to zoom  in/ out .  

 

Zoom ing t ips 

When looking at  m aps, webpages or photos, place two fingers on the touch screen at  once and pinch them 

together to zoom  out  or spread them  apart  to zoom  in. 

Note: Use the zoom  funct ion when you view photos, m aps or when you browsing the web. 

 

Rotate the screen 

On som e screens, the or ientat ion of the screen rotates with the phone as you turn it  from upright  to its slide 

and back again. You can turn this feature on and off. 

 

Key t ips 

Pow er/ Lock key  

• When powering off status, press and hold to turn on the phone;   

• When powering on status, press and hold to enter phone opt ions (Power off, Reboot , Airplane m ode, 

and so on) ;  

• To save your bat tery, prevent  accidental touches or when you want  to wipe sm udges off your touch 

screen, put  the touch screen to sleep by pressing Power/ Lock key;  

• To wake up the touch screen, just  press Power/ Lock key again, and then drag the lock icon to the r ight  

on the screen to unlock according to the clue on the screen. 

Menu key 

• Opens a menu with item s related to the current  screen/ applicat ion. 

Hom e key 

• Press Home key to close any m enu or app and return to the Hom e screen. I f you are viewing the left  

or r ight  Extended Hom e screen, open the cent ral Hom e screen. 

• Press and hold Hom e key to view the applicat ions you have used recent ly. 

Back key 

• Press Back key to return to the previous screen you were working on. 

Volum e keys 

• Press Volum e keys to change the volum e. When playing m usic or video files, press Volum e keys to 

adjust  m edia volum e. 

Shut ter  key 

• Long press to enter cam era applicat ion. I n cam era applicat ion, short  press to take picture.

quick access to the things you need m ost 

 

Quick start :  Hom e screen 
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The Hom e screen gives you all your latest  inform at ion in one place. I t 's what  you 

see when you turn on the phone. I t  is the equivalent  of the desktop on a com puter. I t ’s your gateway to the 

m ain features in your phone. You can custom ize your Hom e screen with shortcuts, widgets, folders, and 

wallpapers.  

 

 

 

You need slide the Hom e screen left  or r ight  to view m ore content  in other panels on the Hom e screen. You 

can add shortcuts, widgets, folders, etc. to Hom e screen. 

 

Note: Your Hom e screen m ight  look a lit t le different .  

 

 

Working with Menus 

The phone provides you with Opt ions m enus and context  m enus. 

Opt ions m enus 

• Opt ions m enus contain tools that  apply to the act ivit ies of the current  screen or applicat ion, not  to any 

specific item  on the screen. You can open opt ions m enu by pressing Menu key .  

• Not  all screens have opt ions m enus. I f you press Menu key  on

• a screen that  has no opt ions m enu, nothing happens. 

Shortcut   

To add a shortcut  to Hom e screen 

1. From  Hom e screen, touch Launcher  icon. 

2. From  APPS tab, you will see applicat ion m enu.

I f you want  to rem ove the shortcut , you can touch and hold the shortcut  icon on Hom e screen unt il it  vibrates, 

and then drag it  to Rem ove  tab. 

 

Widget  

A widget  is sm all applicat ion on the Hom e screen that  typically displays inform at ion such as Analog clock, 

Music and you can use direct ly on your Hom e screen. For example, the Music widget  allows you to start  

playing audio files direct ly on Hom e screen. You can also add a widget  such as Analog clock that  shows t im e.  

You can also download addit ional widgets from  the library of Android widgets. 

 

 

To add a w idget  to Hom e screen 

1. From  Hom e screen, touch Launcher  icon. 

2. Touch W I DGETS tab, you will see widget  opt ions m enu. 

3. Touch and hold a widget  icon to pick up the widget , then back to the Hom e screen, and drag it  to the 

desired locat ion.  

 

 

To rem ove a w idget  on Hom e screen 

I f you want  to rem ove the widget , you can touch and hold the widget  icon on Home screen, and then drag it  

to Rem ove  tab. 

 

Arranging your Hom e screen

Touch and hold an item  on Hom e screen unt il it  v ibrates, then drag it  where you want . 

To organize your apps w ith folders 

To m ake a new folder on your Hom e screen, stack one app on top of another. 

To nam e folder on Hom e screen 

1. Touch the apps stack on Hom e screen to open 

2. Touch the Unnam ed Folder  to show the nam e folder field.  

3. Edit  the folder name. 

To m ove applicat ion shortcuts on Hom e screen to a folder 

Touch and hold the item  on Hom e screen unt il it  v ibrates, and then stack the app on top of others. 

To m ove applicat ion shortcuts in a  folder to Hom e screen 

Touch and hold the item  in a folder, and then drag the item  out  of the folder. 

 

Changing the background of your Hom e screen 

Adapt  the Hom e screen to your own style using wallpapers from  Gallery, Live wallpapers, Video wallpapers, 

or Wallpapers. 

Touch and hold the Hom e screen to select  wallpaper from  Gallery, Live wallpapers, Video wallpapers, or 

Wallpapers. Then set  it  as wallpaper. 

Tip: You can use cam era to take a photo, and then set  it  as wallpaper.

Applicat ion m enu 

The Applicat ion m enu, which you open from  your Hom e screen, contains the applicat ions that  com e installed 

with your phone. 

The Applicat ion m enu extends beyond the screen width, so you need to slide left  and r ight  to view all content . 

To open the Applicat ion m enu 

1. On Home screen, touch Launcher  icon.  

2. Touch APPS tab. 

To brow se the Applicat ion m enu 

Open the Applicat ion m enu, then slide the screen left  or r ight . 

 

 

 

Phone status bar and not ificat ions 

The status bar at  the top of the screen contains icons that  tell you about  m essages and phone status and 

shows what ’s going on in your phone. At  the top you get  not ificat ions when there is som ething new or 

ongoing. For exam ple, new m essage, m issed call,  signal st rength, bat tery status and other inform at ion 

appear here.  

 

Checking not ificat ions and ongoing act ivates 

 

 

You can drag down the status bar to open the Not ificat ion panel and get  m ore 

inform at ion. For example, view m issed calls from  Not ificat ion panel. You can also open running applicat ions, 

such as the m usic player. 

To open the Not ificat ion panel 

Drag the status bar downwards. 

To close the Not ificat ion panel 

Drag the bot tom  of the Not ificat ion panel upwards. 

To open a running applicat ion from  the Not ificat ion panel 

From  the Not ificat ion panel, touch the icon for the running applicat ion to open it .

3. To add recipient (s) , touch , then find and m ark the contact  name. To add m ore than one contact , m ark

• Accounts: You can synchronize your phone contacts with a synchronizat ion account . 

• Set t ings: Change the set t ings involved display opt ions. 

• Share visible contacts: You can share contacts via Bluetooth, Email, and so on. 

 

To assign a contact  to a  group 

1. From  your Hom e screen, touch People  icon or find it :  Applicat ion m enu >  People .   

2. Touch Groups tab. 

3. Touch a group to which you want  to assign contacts. 

4. Press Menu key ,  touch Edit  in the m enu that  opens. 

5. Touch Type person’s nam e  to input  the contact ’s name, then the corresponding contact  ent ry will pop up, 

select  the desired contact  ent ry. 

6. After you finish edit ing, touch DONE. 

•  Favorites 

You can set  contacts as favorites so that  you can get  access to them  from  the People applicat ion.

necessary, contact  your em ail service provider for detailed set t ings. 

4. When you are prompted, enter a nam e for your em ail account , so that  it  is easily ident ifiable. The sam e 

nam e shows in the em ails you send from  this account . 

5. After you finish, touch Next .

I f your organizat ion’s VPN or Wi-Fi Network relies on secure cert ificates, you m ust  obtain the cert ificates and 

store them  in your phone’s secure credent ial storage, before you can configure access to those VPN or Wi-Fi 

networks on your phone.

Only use authorized bat tery and charger. Using other brands m ay cause bat tery leakage, overheat ing, 
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explosion or even fire.

Keep the phone away from  dust , water and dam p areas. Dust , water or other liquids m ay cause overheat ing, 

elect r ical leakage, and/ or phone failure.  

The phone, bat tery, charger and AC adapter are not  waterproof. Keep them  away from rain and liquid. 

W arning: 

Do not  bum p, shake or tam per with the phone or charger. This m ay cause bat tery leakage, overheat ing, 

explosion or even fire.

Using the Bat tery 

Danger: 

Do not  dispose of the bat tery into a fire. Doing so m ay cause bat tery explosion or even fire. 

I f you have difficult ies installing the bat tery, do not  force the installat ion. This m ay cause bat tery leakage, 

overheat ing, explosion or even fire. 

Keep m etal objects away so they do not  com e in contact  with the bat tery or its connectors as it  m ay cause the 

bat tery to short  circuit ,  overheat  or explode.  

Do not  weld the polar it ies of the bat tery direct ly together. This m ay cause bat tery leakage, overheat ing, 

explosion or even fire.
