. Do NOT apply excessive force to the LCD or control buttons when wet or in a wet environment.

Do NOT use or store the unit in places with high temperature.

. AVOID prolonged exposure to ultraviolet radiation (UV sunlight) and strong magnetic fields.
. Periodically check the silicone seal for premature wear.
. Periodically clean the tab with a soft moist cloth and ensure no objects such as dirt, hair or sand are on the
