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Use all “S” numbers for Shadow and use 
all “R” numbers for Reaper.
Match the shape and number to the 
correct location.
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Infrared shooting distances vary depending on the lighting conditions the 
vehicles are operating in.  The stronger the light (such as direct sunlight 
indoor or outdoor), the less the shooting range distance will be.  In strong light 
try to get closer to take a shot to get a more powerful shot at your opponent.
