1 USB A interface

o The interface conforms to the standard of USB 3.2 Gen 2 and has a transmission rate of 10Gbps;

it may be directly connected to peripherals or via the MateDock and is also available for data

transmission or charging other devices.

The interface can be connected to external portable WiFi or USB network cards for Internet access.
When it is turned on, the interface can be used to charge peripheral equipment, but not charge itself.

2 USB C interface

Itis a full-featured interface following the standard of USB 3.2 Gen 2 and possessing a transmission
rate of 10Gbps, can be connected directly, or via the MateDock, to displays or other peripherals for
audio and video and data output.
The interface can be connected to external portable WiFi or USB network cards for Internet access.
The interface supports the 100W PD power adaptor, and voltage input at 20V/15V.
Video signal output from this interface is executed by double USB Type—C male—to—male
full-featured cables.

3 USB4 interface

As a full-featured interface, it observes the USB4 standard and has a transmission rate at 40Gbps, and
may be connected directly, or via the MateDock, to displays or other peripherals for audio and video and
data output.
It can be connected to laptops, mobiles and tablet PCs, etc. for charging.
It can be connected to an eFGX device to improve game experience by virtue of external graphics cards.
The interface supports the 100W PD power adaptor, and voltage input at 20V/15V.
To achieve optimum signal output, the interface requires double USB Type—C male—to—male ports
