1.1. Wi-Fi

Check "Wi-Fi", System will start scanning available wireless access
points around you automatically.

Choose an access point and enter the password.

After authenticating IP address will be given to the box and “connected”
is shown, wireless connection is available now.

Notice: Wi-Fi connection and Ethernet connection are mutually excluded.

Only one could be activated at the same time.

1.2. Ethernet

TF1 will automatically stop Wi-Fi connection and Up
Ethernet connection at the moment when Ethernet jack is plugged in.
When the IP address appears, the network connection is available.

2. Upgrade Steps

1Xopy OTA zip file into TF card or USB storage device.

Insert HOMI cable and TF card(USE storage device) with the box.

2Connect the other side of the HDMI cable to the TV HDMI port.
