9 Setting the Alarm

IMPORTANT: Alarm settings can only be adjusted in Standby mode.

Your clock speaker has two separate alarms Alarm1(AL1) and Alarm2(AL2) that can be set
and used independently. You may use the alarms to wake two persons at different times,
or you may use one alarm for weekdays and the other one for weekends. Please ensure that
you have set the wake up time and alarm week mode correctly.

Adjusting the Wake Up Time, Alarm Volume and Sunrise Light Intensity
The procedure for adjusting the wake up time is the same for both Alarm1 and Alarm2.

* Press and hold either the AL1 or AL2 button until the
display changes from the current time to the Alarm1 or
Alarm2 wake up time and the Hour blinks.
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+ Release the AL1 (AL2) button, then press the |4 or P button to adjust Hour,
press the AL1 (AL2) button again to confirm the hour & the Minute blinks;
press the Iqor P button to adjust Minute.

 Press the AL1 (AL2) button again to adjust Alarm Volume V01-V16 by
pressing the [ or Plbutton.

« Press the AL1 (AL2) button again to adjust Alarm Week Mode if necessary
by pressing the Iq or M button.

« Everyday -the alarm will turn on all 7 days

- Weekdays only-the alarm will only turn on Monday
through Friday

* Weekends only -the alarm will only turnon Saturday
and Sunday

 Press the AL1 (AL2) button again to choose the
wake up sound (the built-in 2 wake-up sounds:
WS1 or WS2) if necessary by pressing

the € or P button.

 Press the AL1 (AL2) button again to choose the
wake-up Sunrise light intensity LO-L5 (L0=Off) if
necessary by pressing the I€ or P button.

* Press the AL1 (AL2) button to save the new alarm setting and resume to clock
mode.

Checking the Wake Up Times and Alarm Week Mode

To check the wake up time or the alarm week mode settings, press either
the AL1 or AL2 button. The display will change from current time to wake
up time and the DAY OF WEEK icons will be displayed on one continuous
scroll to show you the alarm time and alarm week mode which is currently
selected. It will return to the current time display in 3 seconds after
showing the wake up time.

Activating and Deactivating the Alarm
* Press and release the AL1 or AL2 button continuously to turn On your
desired Alarm Mode: Wake to Sound, Wake to Buzzer, or Off.

* When the con shown on the display,
the wake up to Sound alarm will be On.

« When the ‘BiBi’icon shown on the display, the
wake up to Buzzer alarm will be On.

« To completely turn Off the alarm, press and
release AL1 or AL2 button continuously until
“OFF” shown on the display.

Note:

1.) If the alarm sets at on, the Sunrise light begins to gradually turn on 2
minutes before your set wake—up time, when the alarm time comes, the
light reaches to the maximum brightness you set, meanwhile, the alarm
will sound, quietly at first, then gradually building up to the set volume.
2.) Press the ON/OFF button to cancel the alarm when it is invoked, the
sound will be stopped and Sunrise light will be turned off, however, the
alarm remains set and will turns on again at the same time on the
followingday (depending on the Alarm Week Mode setting).

Snooze Alarm

When the alarm comes On, press the SNOOZE button
to pause it for 9 minutes.

Alarm indicator will flash during Snooze Alarm mode. To
turn off Snooze Alarm, press the ON/OFF button once.

SNOOZE

Note:If not turned off, the Snooze Alarm will only be active for one hour.

10 Listening to Bluetooth Speaker

* Press the ON/OFF button to turn the unit ON.

* Press the /7 (MODE) button to select Bluetooth (BT) mode, the Bluetooth indicator
flashes for pairing.

 Enable your Bluetooth device and select CKSS7801WM from its Available/Paired

device list. If pairing successful, the unit will prompt and Bluetooth indicator will

become solid.

* Automatic connection with your Bluetooth devices is possible if they have been
paired successfully with this unit before.

* After paired, you can play your music through this Bluetooth Speaker.

* Press briefly the Ml button can pause or resume playback streaming over

your Bluetooth device.
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Note:

« If pairing unsuccessful, all previously paired Bluetooth devices around should

be disconnected first by pressing and holding the Ml button until it prompts, or

turn Off their Bluetooth connection, in order to avoid making any auto reconnection
between them. Then, set this unit to Bluetooth mode, and tap the Bluetooth switch
on your phone/device Off and back On again to refresh/search any nearby
CKSS7801WM for pairing.

* When it connects to an iOS device via Bluetooth, the clock time will be
automatically synchronized with the time of the connected device.

11  Listening to the Built-in Soothing Sounds

1.)Press the ON/OFF button to turn the unit ON.

2.)Press the /7 (MODE) button to select Soothing B
Sound playback mode. e

3.)Press briefly the Pl button can pause or resume playback.

4.)Press the Ml or to select the sound track, the track numbers 01-04
for the 4 Soothing Sounds and WS1/WS2 for the 2 Wake Up Sounds.

12 Sleep Timer & Sunset Simulation
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« Press the SLEEP button during power on. the display will show the sleep timer.

« Press the SLEEP button repeatedly to choose
your desired sleep timer (10-90 minutes or OFF).
the following Sleep icon displays once.

Notes: When you change the sleep timer from the 10-minute default timing to
different setting, this new setting becomes the default timing.

* To display the sleep timer during count down process, press the SLEEP

button.

» To cancel the sleep timer during count down process, press the ON/OFF

button to shut Off the unit.

« Ifthe LED Décor is on while sleep timer is activated, the LED Décor will be
changed to Sunset mode automatically, the light changes to Brilliant Yellow color
and it will slowly turn from bright to dark 2 minutes before the sleep timer ends.

13 Multi-Color 5-Level LED Décor

Press the < button to turn night LED on when needed.
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+ Press the & button repeatedly to change the color of LED lights in the
following cyclical manner:
Brilliant Yellow — White — Green-yellow — Green — Blue —Purple
— Pink — Red — Color Auto Change
« Pressthe -a: DIM button to adjust the brightness level (5-level) of the

LED lights.
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- Press and hold the & button to turn the LED lights off.

14 Sunrise Demonstration

Press the SUNRISE button to enter Sunrise demonstration mode, the Brilliant
Yellow light begins to gradually turn on reaches to the maximum brightness in
5 minutes.
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15 3-Level Dimmer Control Time Display

Press the SLEEP/ 3§ DIM button while in Standby mode and select any of the three levels.
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16 Changing the Lithium Battery

CR2032(3V)

The lithium backup battery needs replacement when the LOW BATTERY
indicator flashes, otherwise, the time and alarm settings will be lost/reset
after a power outage.

* Leave the AC adapter connected to your AC outlet to retain memory while
the original battery is removed.

* Unscrew the battery cover from the cabinet with a small screwdriver and
insert a new battery with the same CR2032 or equivalent type into the

slot the same way, observing the positive (+) polarity before putting the
cover back into the slot. The LOW BATTERY indicator should then be Off.
