Battery installation

Single System setup

Receiver installation:

Place the receiver in a stable flat location, connect the antenna, connect the balanced cable to
the appropriate channel and the power adapter provided with the unit. Connect the other end of
the balanced cable to the input of the mixer or a powered amplifier. Fully extend out the antenna
thoroughly in a vertical position. Connect the power supply to a wall socket. Switch on the
receiver power, while in stand-by mode, power on the mixer of amplifier being used.

Handheld microphone use:

Switch on the handheld microphone; the power light will temporarily flash. The signal level on
the receiver will light up to indicate an effective signal is received. Adjust the channel volume to
an adequate listening level on the system. The AF level lights up gradually in correspondence
with the increasing volume, this indicates the system is functioning normally.

Note: transmitting devices such as cellular phones and two-way radios may interfere with
wireless audio transmissions. Keep your transmitters and receivers away from these and other
potential sources of interference.
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Multiple Systems Setup:

Note: Out the box the receiver /microphone have been paired at the factory level, this step only

applies if multiple units are to be used.

When using multiple systems in a single installation, follow these steps:

1. Turn on the first receiver to be paired, once powered on, proceed to turn on the first
microphone to be paired.

2. A new frequency must be set, press the set button once on the receiver, the screen will
change from orange to white, use the set knob and rotate left or right to change to a frequency
that is different from the other units.

3. Once you find the desired frequency standby for 3 seconds and the screen will flash 3 times
to indicate the new frequency has been changed and stored.

4. On the receiver, press the SET button once, the display will switch to IR indicating you are
now ready to pair.

5. Point the microphone infra-red to the infra-red window on the receiver for about 10 to 15
seconds, the IR indicator shuts off and now the pairing is complete.

To set the second microphone you may follow the steps above, as well, to continue to set up
multiple receivers you can repeat the steps above.

Note: To avoid any change of frequency by unauthorized personnel you can lock the frequency,
this is strongly recommended.

Locking the system
Lock key: Press and hold the SET button for 3-5 seconds, and then a lock symbol will appear on
the display screen. To Unlock: Press SET for about 3-5 seconds.
