1. Earphone power—on/power—off

Power-on

- The charging case is opened and the earphone is automatically turmed on

 In power—off state, hold down the MRFB button for three seconds to power on the
headset. The red and white indicators will light for 1s. There is a beep sound once it

2. Pairing (first use)

- Upen the charging case cover, and the left and right sarphones alternately flash
red and white indicators, then pair the left and right ears and wait for about 105,
After the pairing is successful, the left and right ears are slowly flashing red and
white indicators to match the phone.

- Enable the Bluetooth function on the phone. Search for the Bluetooth device
Liisii TW321.

-Charging the charging case.

Flease use SV-2.1A low power charger for charging. During charging, the charging
| ED flashes white. When power is on, the white light is always on. (It takes about 2
hours to fully charge the charging stand).

-Charging the earphone

Please put the left / right earphones into the charging case correctly, and then
close the charging case. The indicator of the charging case is on. At this time, the
red indicator on the left / right earphones will light up for charging. When the
earphones is fully charged, the red indicator light will go out. It takes about 1.5
hours to fully charge the earphones. A fully—charged charging case for the
earphones charge more than 3 cycles,

-Headset power—off: Put the earphone in the charging case cover and the earp-
hone is automatically turned off. (Or hold down the MFB for 5s in power—on state.)

'Play/Pause: Click on the left or right earbud.

-Previous/Next: Long press on the left for 2 seconds/ Long press on the right for
2 seconds

-‘Vfolume + / volume -: Double click on the left / Double click on the right

- SiRi function: Three—click the left or right ear to wake up the SiRi function in the
connected state.

-Answer/Hang up a call: Short press the left or right button
