OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
Lift back upwards to access battery compartment. Rotate 
lever (A) to unlock the battery door (B). Open the battery 
door, insert 3 “AA” size batteries in the correct polarity 
shown (C). Close and rotate lever to close the battery door. 

Unscrew with a Phillips screw driver to access the battery 
compartment on the back of the controller. Insert 1 “9V” 
battery following the correct polarity. Replace the battery 
compartment door and use a Philips screw driver to screw 
closed.

ii iiii Switch both car and remote buttons to  “ON” position.
For best result use the car on hard surfaces such as             
wood or tile.

iiiiiiCarefully remove items from package.
