3. Helmet-mounted

3-1 3M adhesive installation

1.Tear off the release paper from the adhesive

tape of the mounting seat and attach it to the left side of the helmet .
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2. Slide the earphone in and hear the sound of fixation.
At this time, the earphone has been fixed on the bracket.
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3-2 Clip-on base mount

1. Clip the clip-type base to the left side of the helmet, note
that the clip needs to be snapped into the inside of the
helmet.

In the intercom mode, when answering a call, press and hold the plus and minus keys at the
same time to turn off the one-way intercom microphone. At this time, a private call can be
made, and the intercom party cannot hear the content of the call

5-5 Connect with other brands
