® Connection with Power
Connect the power adapter to the Android TV box. After power is
on, it can start automatically.

©® Connection with network
Plug the Ethernet cable to LAN port of the Android TV box, the other
side to LAN port of router of Ethernet port of home broadband
network.

Nofice: Before powering on, please switch the signal input of the TV to correct
source.
