  Ba�ery Consump�on: Play �mes on a fully charged ba�ery will vary depending 
on your display se�ngs, apps that remain open, and internet use (e.g.,streaming 
video content).
  It is recommended to use a tablet screen protector and tablet case to protect 
the tablets.

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Get to Know Your Tablet
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Important Safety Instruc�ons
1.Do not install near any heat sources such as radiators, heat registers, stoves, or
other apparatus (including amplifiers) that produce heat.

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Charging Your Tablet
It is recommended to fully charge the tablet before first use. To charge the tablet,
1)plug the USB cable into the AC adapter,
2)a�ach the other end to the USB-C input on the tablet,
3)plug the AC adapter into a wall outlet.

When the tablet is ON and charging, the ba�ery icon will pulsate.
It is normal for the tablet to get warm while charging, playing games, or streaming 
video.
Ba�ery life will vary depending on usage.
Note: Leave tablet in a well ven�lated area while charging.
