2.1 Power on/off

To turn the device on, hold down the Power key until the phone powers on. Unlock your phone (using None, Swipe,
Pattern, PIN, Password, Fingerprint or Face Unlock) if necessary. Once unlocked, the Home screen is displayed.

Note: Using your device in landscape mode while wearing polarized sunglasses may cut light from the screen.
Take your polarized sunglasses off or use your device in portrait orientation to continue use.

Lock screen
Customize what displays on your lock screen.

3.5 Wallpaper

If the account you entered is not provided by your service provider in the device,
touch Other and enter the email address, touch NEXT to select an account type
and enter password of your email, then correctly fill in server and port in both
Incoming server settings and Outgoing server settings interfaces. Touch Finish
to complete setup.
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To add another email account, click + Add an email address. Choose Other from the set up email options. Or
you can touch the account name on the upper right corner and select Add another account to implement this
function.

To add a signature that will appear on all of your emails, touch E and select Settings, then choose the account
that you want to create or modify the signature, touch Mobile signature to edit.

Note: If you are seeing a “password incorrect” error when setting up your Gmail Account in the Gmail app, please
review the following options:

Option 1: Generate an App password

An App password is a 16-digit passcode that gives an app or device permission to access your Google Account.
If you use 2-Step-Verification and are seeing a “password incorrect” error when trying to access your Google
Account, an App password may solve the problem.

To generate an App password

Visit your App passwords page https:/myaccount.google.com/security/signinoptions/two-step-verification.
You may be asked to sign in to your Google Account.

At the bottom, click Select app and choose the app you're using.

Click Select device and choose the device you're using.

Select Generate.

Follow the instructions to enter the App password (the 16-character code in the yellow bar) on your device.
Select Done.

Once you are finished, you won’t see that App password code again. However, you will see a list of apps and
devices you've created App passwords for.

If generating an app password does not fix the issue, please proceed to Option 2 or Option 3.

Option 2: Change your settings to allow less secure apps

Register with a Google Account to enjoy full functionality.

Google

Your bookmarks, browsing history, and settings across all devices on which the browser is installed can
be synchronized with your Google Account.

Gmail

As Google’s web-based email service, Gmail is configured when you first set up your phone. With this
application, you can send and receive emails, manage emails by labels, archive them, and more. Emails
can be automatically synchronized with your Gmail account.

Maps

Google Maps offers satellite imagery, street maps, 360° panoramic views of streets, real-time
traffic conditions, and route planning for traveling by foot, car, or public transportation. By using this
application, you can find your own location, search for a place, and get suggested route planning for
your trips.

YouTube

YouTube is an online video-sharing application where users can upload, view, and share videos.
Available content includes video clips, TV clips, music videos, and other content such as video
blogging, short original videos, and educational videos. It supports a streaming function that allows you
to start watching videos almost as soon as they begin downloading from the internet.

Drive

Afile storage and synchronization service created by Google, which allows users to store files in the cloud,
share and edlit files. Files in Drive are kept secure and can be accessed from any device by logging in to
your Google Account. Files or folders can be shared privately with other Google Account users.

In Play Store, search for the app you need, download it and then follow the installation guide to install
the app. You can also uninstall, update an app, and manage your downloads.

Meet

This is a video chat mobile app that allows users to make video calls to people in their contact list once
their phone numbers are verified.

Photos

Google Photos stores and backs up your photos and videos. It also automatically analyzes photos and
organizes them into groups so that you can quickly find the photos you need.
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YT Music

YT Music Downloader is a Windows program that simplifies downloading videos and music from
YouTube. YT Music Downloader lets you download videos and/or audio from YouTube. The program

is geared toward music, so you can save music videos (or any videos) or convert those videos to just
music, and the app will automatically save them in the MP3 format. Provided an appropriate YouTube
link, the program is very fast at converting and saving these items to file, and once done, you have
access to this music offline and via any others devices to which you transfer these files.

7.1 Screen lock
