Insert SIM Card/Memory Card/Battery

1. Please slide down to open the battery cover.(Please refer
to Figure 1)

2. Insert the SIM card(according to the "NANO SIM Card"
mark on the sticker). Make sure the metal contacts facing
down. Note the notch of SIM card should be in the same
direction as the card slot.(Please refer to Figure 2)

Wrong size SIM card how to use. The device is suitable for
Nano SIM card. If you are using standard SIM card or
micro SIM card, please contact your SIM card provider to
change it to Nano SIM card.

3. Insert memory card(according to the "Micro SD" on the
sticker). Makesure the metal contacts facing down. Insert
the narrow end of the card into the card slot until the
whole card fits completely. The phone supports

maximum 16GB memory card. After inserted, you can

scan and copy files in the card through the mobile phone

Start-UP wizard

When you first start up. The system will prompt you to set
the below functions.

1. Set language- You need to set the language.

2. Set date & time- You need to set the date & time.

Standby Mode

1. During standby, the current signal strength of the phone
is displayed in'the upper left corner of the screen, and the
current remaining power of the phone is displayed in the
upper right corner.

2. During standby, the current carrier name is displayed at
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th%golp of the screen, the current time and date is in the

middle.

3. During standby, the menu function is displayed in the
lower left corner of the screen, and the contacts function
is displayed in the lower right corner.

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b) In the Sound settings(Adjust volume) interface, press the
volume button to adjust the volume of the Caller
ringtone/Message ringtone/Alarmé&calendar
ringtone/Call volume.

SOS Button

In the SOS settings, after adding an emergency contact in
the SOS numbers, you can press the SOS button to make an
emergency call in any state.

SOS emergency help function: After you set the emergency
numbers, as long as you encounter an emergency and need
help, please press and hold the SOS button for about 5
seconds, the system will start SOS mode, it will send help
message and Map link message to emergency numbers,
and start to cycle dial the emergency numbers in 3 times or
until one of the emergency numbers answer the call.
Emergency contacts can check the positioning of the senior
phone through the Map link message(Due to signals and
other reasons, There may be a little errors in positioning).
When your phone is indoors or basement or the weather is
cloudy orrainy, itis highly likely and normal that GPS may
not get position. It will' send to emergency contacts 3
messages(2 minutes interval) that GPS signal is weak. If the
Ehone not open GPS, it will send a message that GPS
unction is closed.

Since the SOS button may be accidentally touched. To
avoid the trouble of accidental touch, please ensure that
there are no other small items in your pocket when you put

EGPS

Chaperon-T300 supports GPS function. GPS can help your
familyéet your location information. They need to edit the
text "EGPS" and send it to your phone number.
Chaperon-T300 will send a Maplink message to the sender.
When your phone is indoors or basement or the weather is
cloudy or rainy, it is highly likely and normal that GPS may
not get position. It will send 3 messages(5 minutes interval)
to the sender that GPS signal is weak. If your phone not
open GPS, it will send a message to the sender that GPS
function is closed.

Call logs

In standby mode, press the Dial/Answer button « to
enter into the call logs.

1. Received calls- Show the received calls history.
2. %2 Dialed calls- Show the dialed calls history.

3. = Missed calls- Show the missed calls history.

4. < Rejected calls- Show the rejected calls history.

In call logs, you can add the numbers to the phonebook, or
