Instructions:

1. Charging the Power Bank:

a.Using USB to Micro-USB charging cable,
insert the USB Charging cable into a
certified USB AC adapter or USB port of a
computer to begin charging.

b.When Charging, LED Indicator will
glittering blue light. Once fully charged
all LED lights will be illuminated.

2. Charging with the Power Bank through Cable
a.The power bank has a 2xUSB output ports,
(USB1) has a maximum out 1A and (USB2)
has a maximum out 2.1A .
b.Connect the desired cable to your
mobile phone/device by using the appropriate
connector. Connect USB head to the power
bank outputs. BLUE LED Indicator will
illuminate when charging.
c.Remove the desired cable from your mobile
device when it is fully charged.
3. Charging Mobile phones and other
electronic devices with wireless charging.
a.Press ON/OFF Button 3 seconds and wait for

LED flash from RED to GREEN for one time.RED

indicator will be on.When RED light illuminate,
place wireless charging device on wireless
charging pad.LED will illuminate GREEN when
charging.if no device was detected on wireless
pad over 15 seconds,it will turn off wireless
charging automatically.After 36 seconds,the
power bank is off.
