LEARNING PROCESS
NOTE: The Hand Held Remote Control System is equipped with a learning frequency function which has code
combinations to prevent potential interference from other remote units.

Step: 1. Install 2pcs DC1.5V/AAA batteries. Within 30 seconds of turning the receiver
AC power ON. Press the transmitter's LEARN button.

Step: 2. Hold LEARN button over 5 seconds. Once the receiver has detected the
frequency, the ceiling fan would turn on low speed. This will indicate the
receiver has learned the frequency that was previously selected on the .
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NOTE: After the AC power is on, do not press any other button on the transmitter as
doing pairing. Because it might be to cause the procedure to fail. 7] t
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After completing the steps above, you should be able to operate the ceiling fan. If the T 7
fan is not responding to the transmitter, please turn the power off to the receiver. And \—/ "/

NOTE: Remove the battery if not used for long periods of time to prevent damage to the hand held remote.

LIGHT FUNCTION SELECT SWITCH

If fan uses replaceable bulbs and CFLs or LED bulbs are used, please slide the Light Function Select Switch to
“O” position for on/off operation. If fan uses replaceable bulbs and incandescent bulbs are used, or uses an
integrated dimmable LED array, please slide the Light Function Select to “D” position for dimming/on/off
operation.

FUNCTIONS OF TRANSMITTER
1. FAN SPEED:
1: Turn on ceiling fan at 1st speed (lowest speed)
2. Turn on ceiling fan at 2nd speed
3. Turn on ceiling fan at 3rd speed
4. Turn on ceiling fan at 4th speed
5. Turn on ceiling fan at 5th speed
6. Turn on ceiling fan at 6th speed (high speed)
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7" Turn off ceiling fan.
2. FAN TIMER: When the fan turned on.

1H : Setting up that the ceiling fan will turn off after 1 hour automatically.
3H : Setting up that the ceiling fan will turn off after 3 hours automatically.
