1. Contacts

You can save a phone number in the memories of SIM cards or phone. Select a contact in the contact list window and press to perform:
New: Create a new contact inside phonebook.

SMS: Directly input the SMS and send it to the searched phone number.

Call: Call the current contact.

5. Internet

10.3. Calendar

11.1.Phone settings

11.2. Display

when leaving the factory is 1234.The PUK /PUK2 are required to input if you want to unlock the SIM card. The PUK/PUK2 is provided by the network

operator.

> PIN: open or close the PIN lock function. When PIN lock is launched, the PIN shall be input upon each power-on.
