Check that the power adapter and PoE have connected to the CPE
properly,
- Chiagk that the OPE is plaged in an open area that |s ar away from
abstrictions. such as concrate or woodan walls.
- Check that the CPE Is plaoed tar away from household slectical
appliances that generate strong dectromagnetic fisld, such as
micmwaye ovens, mfrigerators, and satellite dishes.
