@Within 20 minutes after the battery is installed; @The driving speed exceeds 20 yard he parking time is within 10 minutes;
@The tire pressure changes instantaneously more than 30 kPa; B The tire rotates for more than 20 seconds

When the other time is in the sleeping state, the data will not be sent in sleeping state,so the receiver will not receive the signal.
