s Connect to power Adapter
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@ Connect the power adapter to socket.
@ Connect adapter to the USB 2.0 interface, the other
TYPE-C USB to the Wireless Stand.

Note: Charging pad controled by smart chips, long-term standby can be
assured.

s Connect to laptop for charging
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@ LED Indicator Light

@ Connect the USB 2.0 interface into laptop USB port, the other
TYPE-C USB to the Wireless Stand.
@ Standby LED light turn on red.
