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Turn on/Turn off

1: Turn on: Long press the button “0”, the indicator will show white for 2s, meanwhile, you will hear the
prompt “power on”

2: Turn off: Long press the button “0” when it turns on, the indicator shows orange for 1s, at the same
time, you will hear the prompt "power off”
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1: After turning on, the device enters pairing mode and you will hear the prompt “paring”, the indicator will



alternately flash orange and white till the light of “pairing failed” disappears. Pairing time last for 2 minutes,
and the indicator goes out after 2 minutes.

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Restore factory settings

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Charging

When the power is lower than 20%, the orange indicator flashes every 10s, and the prompt of “battery
low” will be heard under low battery when turning it on!

Tips: It only shows once for low battery when using.

The orange indicator breathes for 60s when charging
The white indicator is on after fully charging
The orange indicator flashes every 10s for low battery.
