
STEP 1: Once the speaker has been turned on, a tone will play to signal it is ready to be paired with a 
Bluetooth compa�ble device.
STEP 2: Search for the speaker using a Bluetooth compa�ble device. Select “989BT” to connect and pair. 
Once a connec�on has been made, the speaker will play a tone to signal that the devices are paired.
STEP 3: To unpair or remove a Bluetooth compa�ble device from the speaker, turn off the Bluetooth 
func�on on the compa�ble device. The speaker can now be paired with a new compa�ble device.
Note: Once connected, sound can be controlled using either the speaker or the relevant controls on 
the Bluetooth compa�ble device.

The speaker is fi�ed with a 3.7V 1500mAh rechargeable ba�ery (non-¬removable). It is recommended
that the ba�ery is fully charged before first use; this will take approx. 4 to 5 hours.
Connect the micro USB end of the USB charging cable into the 5V charging port on the back of the
speaker and the other end to a compa�ble USB port.
Whilst charging, the charging indicator light will illuminate red. Once the ba�ery has fully charged, the 
charging indicator light will switch off.
Carefully disconnect both ends of the USB charging cable and store it safely for future use.

Instruc�ons for Use

Charging the Ba�ery

Turn on the speaker by sliding the “ON/OFF” switch to the “ON” POSITION. Pause a track by pressing
“      ” ;  push it again to resume the track.
Adjust the volume of the speaker using “V+” and “V-” . 
To switch to the next track, press “       ”；play the previous track by pressing “       ”.
Cycle between modes by pressing “M” un�l the desired opera�on is selected. 

Using the Bluetooth LED Speaker

Basic Func�onality

Bluetooth Mode

Pairing with a Bluetooth Compa�ble Device

The speaker must be turned on before using any of the following modes.

Modes

The LED lights will automa�cally ac�vate when the speaker is turned on and can be controlled using 
“LED”. Press “LED” to cycle between different light modes.

Using the Colour Changing LED Light

Connect one end of the Aux. cable to the Aux. input port on the speaker and the other end to an MP3 
player or other compa�ble audio source.
The speaker will automa�cally switch to Aux. mode once the line-in Aux. cable has been inserted.

Aux. Mode

The speaker has run out of charge. Charge the speaker following the instruc�ons in the sec�on 
en�tled “Charging the Ba�ery”.

Troubleshoo�ng

The speaker has no power

Note: Sound can now be controlled using the relevant controls on the compa�ble audio source; the 
speaker cannot be used to skip tracks during Aux. mode.
If the speaker does not automa�cally switch to Aux. mode once the line-in Aux. cable (not included) 
is inserted, press “M” un�l it is selected.

STEP 1: To use micro SD card mode, insert a micro SD card (not included) into the micro SD card slot. 
The speaker will automa�cally change to micro SD card mode.
STEP 2: To use USB mode, insert a compa�ble USB drive into the USB port, The speaker will 
automa�cally change to USB mode.
STEP 3: If the speaker does not automa�cally change to micro SD card or USB mode, press “M” un�l 
the desired opera�on is selected.
Note: Once connected, sound can be controlled using the speaker.
No USB drive should be inserted whilst using micro SD card mode or vice versa, as this could interfere 
with playback.
The speaker will only recognise MP3 audio files; if other files are present on the Micro SD card or USB 
drive, this may prevent the speaker from playing.

Micro SD Card/USB Mode

The volume level is set too low. Check that the volume level is set at an audible level and adjust 
accordingly.
The speaker is not paired with a Bluetooth compa�ble device. Follow the instruc�ons in the sec�on 
en�tled “Bluetooth Mode”.
The speaker is not connected to a compa�ble audio source. Follow the instruc�ons in the sec�on 
en�tled “Aux. Mode”.

The speaker has no sound

The Bluetooth device is not compa�ble with the speaker. Check that the Bluetooth device is compa�ble 
with the speaker and that the Bluetooth func�on is switched on.

Unable to pair a Bluetooth device with the speaker

The volume level is set too high. Excessive use of the speaker at high volumes will drain the ba�ery 
quickly. Charge the speaker following the instruc�ons in the sec�on en�tled “Charging the Ba�ery”
and listen at a lower volume for be�er results.
The ba�ery may be reaching the end of its service life and the unit will need to be disposed of.
