e Do not open (or modify in any way) the unit or its AC adapter (except when this manual provides
specific instructions directing you to do so).

e Do not attempt to repair the unit, or replace parts within it (except when this manual provides specific
instructions directing you to do so).

o Never use or store the unit in places that are:
a. Subject to temperature extremes (e.g., direct sunlight in an enclosed vehicle, near a heating duct,
on top of heat-generating equipment); or are
b. Damp (e.g., baths, washrooms, on wet floors); or are
¢. Humid; or are d Exposed to rain; or are
e. Dusty; or are
f. Subject to high levels of vibration.

e When using the unit with a rack or stand, the rack or stand must be carefully placed so it is level and
sure to remain stable.

e Be sure to use only the AC adapter supplied with the unit. Also, make sure the line voltage at the
installation matches the input voltage specified on the AC adapter’s body.

Power Supply
