Instructions for： 
1: Press the ON button, the indicator light is red, the signal is emitted, the machine is 
opened, loosen to stop the transmission. 
2：Press the OFF button, the indicator light is red, the signal is emitted, the machine 
is closed, loosen to stop the transmission. 
3：When the emission indicator is slightly on, the battery voltage is low, and a new 
battery needs to be replaced in time.

2：Remote control toy.
