Starting your Brushing Experience

1. Attaching and Replacing Brush Heads

Attaching: Align the bristles of the brush head with the front of the toothbrush handle. Press the
toothbrush head downwards onto the motor shaft to attach it to the handle, ensuring there is a
slight gap between the two parts (a gap of <1 mm is necessary for operation)

Replacing: Hold the handle and gently push the brush head upwards to remove it. Then, install the
new brush head

2. Powering On/Off and Switching Between Modes
Press the power button once to power on/pause and press it twice to switch modes:
Mode 1: Suitable for first-time use and users with sensitive teeth
