Remove the battery door and insert the batteries into your

Pair the remote with your Fire TV device

2. Press and hold the Home @ button on the new remote for
atleast 10 seconds. The LED on the remote will slowly flash
amber.Continue holding down the Home button until the LED
starts to rapidly flash. A notification will appear on your screen
indicating that your remote is successfully paired.

If you do have the remote that came with your Fire TV
device, you’ll need both remotes for setup:

1. On your new remote,press and hold the Home @ button for 10
seconds. The indicator LEDwII slowly flash amber for 10
seconds. then flash faster when your remorte is ready to connect.
