












2. Charging the activation device
· For first-time use, please charge and activate the AI 

FORTUNE RING using the AI ring charging jewelry box.

· If the factory settings are restored on the APP, 
please charge the device again to activate it.

3. Bluetooth pairing
1. Open the APP on the mobile phone to register or
 log in to your account;

2. Click "+" on the APP home page to add a device 
and select the device to be connected.

Note: During the pairing and connection process,
 please make sure that the Bluetooth and
 positioning function of your cell phone is turned on
 and the distance between your cell phone and 
the ring is within the effective connection range.

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1. Plug the Type-C charging cable into the AI FORTUNE RING  

charging jewelry box, then insert the other end of the Type-C 

cable into a 5V/1A USB power source.

2. Place the AI FORTUNE RING into the AI ring charging jewelry 

box. When charging, the green light on the AI ring will slowly blink, 

indicating that it is charging.

Wearing a ring
1. Please wear the ring on a suitable finger, ensuring the size 
is comfortable—not too loose or tight. It is recommended to 
wear it on the index finger.

2. When wearing the ring, make sure that the ring 
sensor is facing the palm side of the finger, to 
obtain better measurement results.

Note: Wearing the device too loosely will affect 
heart rate and blood oxygen data collection.
