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Low power indication: Shoud batery voltagefal
bdow 3.5V, parent unit will alarm andwill shut
off if below 3.0V.

Alarming: A 10 second fi &éep-b e e gaom will
soundto aert paent when the distance between
the parent unit and baby unt hasbeenexceedd,;
When the measured SpO2 or Puse Rae vaue
exceeds the preset alarm limit, then the parent
unit will adivate the audble and visual alarm
indicéions.

Automatic channelsearch: the paent unit will
search the proper channel to connectto the baby
monitor.

Sweet nightlight: A nightlight switch at the
bottom of baby unit provides convenience for
babycare atnight.

Infrared night vision: Detectimagesin the dark.
(changedo back/white).

Chagingindicaor: powerindicator flashing.

MP3 player: built-in MP3 with lullabes and
children stories in baby unt, which can be
opeated by paent unit. Additional lullakies may
be upoaded.

Plesse do notexpcse the bdy monitor to extreme
cald, hea, wetor drectsurlight.

Make sure the babyunit andthe adaper cord are
always out of reachof the baby, at least 3 fed/1
meter away from the baby or crib, to avoid a
possible stranguation hazad.

Never cover the bady unit or parent unit with
anything such asa towel or a blanke. Clean units

only whenwhen paevered off.

Troubleshooting

Problem: Power indicator lightnotworking.
Possble cause: Doesnot switch on; Power is not
getingto the urnt; Low bateries.

Sdution: Turn on the units; Make sure the units are
conneted to the power suppy; Regdace the
bateries.

Problem: Powerindicator flashing.

Possble caus: Not comected well with adager;
Low bateries.

Sdution: Make sue well conneted; Refdace the
batteries.

Problem: Parent unit makesloud nases.

Possble cause: Units are too closetogeher; Volume
dial on paentunit may betoo hgh.

Sdution: Move the parentunit atleast 3 fed/1meter



away from the baby unit; Turn down volume on the
parentunit.

x Problem: Weak soundor mute coming from parent
unit.
Possble cause: Volume on paentunit or set too low
or muted.
Sdution: Turn up theunits closer to each ther.

x Problem: Units may betoofarfromeach ¢her.
Possble cawse: No dgnds between uiits.
Sdution: Move the unts closer to each ther.

Instructionsfor Pulse Oximeter

Connection

Insert the sensor tips into the dots on the probe
holders. Placethe sensortip labded ALEDO into the
stationay probe haderon the siliconewrap bdt, and
place the sensor tip labded APDO into the dliding
probe hdder, asill usratedin Figure 1 andrigure 2.

NOTE: Make sure that the silicone button seat fully
into the hde in the keck of the pobehadlde.

Wrap the oximeter on the leg near anke with its
bets and postion the front panelto a proper place

for corvenentopeation, asshovn in Figure 4.

Wrap up the Y-type sensor onto the baby& foot by
the rubberwrappe, asillustrated in Figure 3. Make
sure the adignment of the light-emitting tip (LED)
andthe phao- deteding tip (PD) for aiming at each
other, then thread the end of wrap bdt through the
outside dots on the probe hddes and tighten the
rubberbdt with properforce. The final placanentis
showvnin Fgure 4.

It's recommendedthat wrappgng up the sensor onto
the baly's first toe if the foot is too thick to be
tighten, asshovnin figure5.

IMPORTANT: The sensor connetion is critical for
the signal strengh and qudity. Try to make LED and
PD fadng eachother in opposte side, so that the
light beamis as vertically trarsmitted as possible
andthelight path is as short as posible.
