3) DEEP FAT FRYING

» DO NOT attempt to deep fat fry in your microwave oven.
Cooking oils may burst into flames and may cause damage
to the oven and perhaps result in burns.

4) EGGS

» DO NOT heat eggs in their shell in a microwave oven.
Pressure will build up and the eggs will explode.

5) FOODS WITH NONPOROUS SKINS

. Potatoes, apples, whole eggs, egg yolks, whole squash
and sausages are examples of foods with nonporous
skins. These types of foods must be pierced before
microwave cooking to prevent their bursting.

+ Use fresh potatoes for baking and cook until just done. Use
recommended weights for programmed cooking.
Overcocking causes dehydration and may result in a fire.

6) LIQUIDS

« Heated liquids can erupt if not mixed with air. DO NOT heat
liquids in vour microwave oven without first stirring.

7) GLASS TRAY / COOKING UTENSILS / FOIL

« Cooking utensils get hot during microwaving. Use
potholders when removing utensils from the oven or when
removing lids or plastic wrap covers from cooking utensils
to avoid burns.

« The Glass Tray will get hot during cooking. it should be
allowed to coo! before handling or before paper products,
such as paper plates or microwave popcorn bags, are
placed in the oven for microwave cooking.

« When using foil, skewers, warming rack or utensils made of
metal in the aven, allow at least 1-inch {2.5 ¢m) of space
between metal material and interior oven walls.
