The oven has several built-in
safety switches to ensure that the
power remains off when the door
is open. Do not tamper with these
switches,

Do not operate the microwave
oven empty. Operating the oven
with no food or food that is
extremely low in moisture can
cause fire, tharring or sparking.

Do not cook bacon directly on the
turntable. Excessive local heating
of the turntable may cause it to
break.

Do not heat baby bottles ur baby
food in the microwave oven,
Uneven heating may occur and
could cause physical injury.

Do not heat narrow-necked
containers, such as syrup bottles.

Do not attempt to deep-fry in your
microwave oven.

Bo net do home canning in this
microwave oven as it is
impossible to be sure all contents
of the jar have reached boiling
temperature.

Do not use this microwave oven
for commercial purposes. This
microwave oven is made for
household use only.

Liquids, such as beverages, that
are heated in a microwave oven,
can overheat beyond their boiling
point without any evidence of
bubbling. This could result in hot
liquids suddenly bailing over.

1o use an extension cord, use only a 3-wire
extension cord that has a 3-pronged grounding
plug, and a 3-slot receptacle that will accept the
plug on the zppliance.

* Longer cord sets or extension cords may be
used if care is exercised in their use.
