As with most cooking appliances,
close supervision is necessary to

tf a fire should start:

Keep the oven door closed
Turn the oven off, and
Disconnect the power cord or
shut off power at the fuse or
circuit breaker panel.

Keep in mind the following rules at all
times:

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Do not overcook food. Carefully
attend the appliance if paper,
plastic, or other combustible
materials are placed inside the
oven to facilitate cooking.

Do not use the aven cavity for
storage purposes. Do not store
combustible items such as bread,
cookies, paper products, etc.
inside the oven. If lightning strikes
the power ling, the oven may turn
an by itself.

Remove wire twist-ties and metal
handles from paper or plastic
containers/bags before placing
them in the oven.

This oven must be grounded.
Connect only to properly
grounded outiet. See
“GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS”
on page 6.

Install or locate this oven only in
accordance with the provided
installation instructions.

UTENSILS

This appliance must be grounded. In the event of
an electrical short circuit, grounding reduces the
risk of electric shock by providing an escape wire
far the glectric current, This appliance is equipped
with a cord having a grounding wire with a
grounding plug. The plug must be plugged into an
outtet that is properly installed and grounded.

Consult a qualified electrician or serviceman if the
greunding instructions are not completely
understood or if doubt exists as to whether the
appliance is properly grounded. If it is necessary
to use an extension cord, use only a 3-wire
extension cord that has a 3-pronged grounding
plug, and a 3-slot receptacle that wiil accept the
plug on the appliance,

* A short power-supply cord is provided to
reduce the risks resulting from becoming
entangied in or tripping over a longer cord.

* Longer cord sets or extension cords may be
used if care is exercised in their use.

= If along cord or extension cord is used; 1} The
marked electrical rating of the cord set or
extension cord should be at least as great as the
electrical rating of the appliance. 2} The
extension cord must be a grounding-type 3-
wire cord, and 3} The longer cord should be
arranged so that it will not drape over the
counter top or tabletop where it can be pulled
on by children or tripped over unintentionally,

Utensil Test:
Fill a microwave-safe container with 1 cup of
cold water (250 mL) along with the utensil in
question,

. Cook on maximum power {P100) for 1 minute.

3. Carefully feel the utensil. If the empty utensil is
warm, do not use it for microwave cooking.
Do not exceed 1 minute testing time.

CAUTION:

1. Do not use plastic containers for testing.

2, Some comtainers and dishware may be warm
{or hottin only one area. Do not use a
container that becomes warm anywhere.

NAMES OF OVEN PARTS AND ACCESSORIES

Remove the oven and alf materials from the carton.
Your oven comes with the following accessories:

1 Turntable
1 Turntable roller rest
1 Instruction Manual

Door

Safety interlock system
Shuts off oven power if door is
opened during operation.

TURNTABLE INSTALLATION

Cabinet

Interior light

Control panel

Door release button

Press the button 1o open door.

When you open the door during
cooking process, the cooking stops but
the program will not be canceled.
Touch START to resume cooking.

Furntable

Place the raller rest on the cavity
bottom.

Place the turntable on top of the
roller rest as shown in the
diagram. Make sure the turntabie
hub is securely locked in the
receptacle.

MNever place the turntable upside
down. The turntable should never
be restricted.

Both turntable and rolter rest
must always be used during
cooking.

All food and containers of food
are always placed on the
turntable for cooking.

The turntable returns to.its
original starting position when
cooking is finished. The light and
fan will remain on but microwave
power is turned off.

The turntable rotates clockwise
and counterclockwise; this is
normal.

If Turntable ar roller rest cracks or
breaks, contact your nearest
awthorized service center for
more information regarding
replacement.
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INSTALLATION

Remove all packing material and accessories. Examine the oven for any
damage such as dents or broken door. Do not install if oven is damaged.

NOTE: This unit is not designed for 50 Hz or any circuit other than a 120-volt/
60-Hz AC circuit. This oven is designed for countertop installation.

Countertop Installation

1. Select a level surface that * Leave a minimum clearance of
provides enough open space for 3 inches above the oven.
the intake and/or outlet vents. * Do not remove the legs from the

bottom of the oven.

Blocking the intake andfar outlet
openings can damage the oven.

Place the oven as far away from
radios and TV's as possible.
Operation of microwave oven may
cause interference to your radio or
TV.

If the cabinet is covered with a
protective film, remove the film,

A rinimum clearance of 3inches is
required between the oven and any
adjacent wall. One side must be open.

2, Plug your oven into a standard
120-volt / 60-Hz household outlet.
Be sure the electrical circuit is at
least 15 amperes and that your
microwave oven is the only
apptiance on the circuit.

WARNING: Do not install oven overa
range cooktop or other heat-
producing appliance. If installed near
or over a heat source, the oven could
be damaged and the warranty would
be void.
