Thisdeviceisatransceiver. It receives signalsfrom existing ITI transmitters or other
super board transceivers. It transmits signals to other compatible ITI receivers. Both the
receiver and the transmitter operate 319.5 MHz.

A hardwire bus provides adatalink to an external board.
A daughter board may be connected to the 8 position header. In thiscase, 12VDC
power is supplied by a Class 2 transformer.

The transmitter circuit consists of a319.5 MHz oscillator followed by an amplifier. The
transmitter amplifier is connected to a RF switch which selects either the right or left
antennato be transmitted from.

Thereceiver is of the superheterodyne type. It usesaMaxim MAX7033 chip running on
a4.825 MHz crystal. The receiver input is connected to a RF switch, which selects either
the right or left antenna.
