Activating and switching SIM cards

Your phone supports the Dual SIM cards mode, enabling you to use two SIM cards at the same time without 
changing them. When there are two SIM cards installed, you can activate one of two or both SIM cards. The 
SIM Switching function allows you to select the default SIM card for call or message in Contact, Call logs and 
Message box.
1  �Select [Settings] from the main menu, and then select [Dual SIM].
2  �Select [SIM Switching] to set the switching mode.

• Auto: SIM card is switched automatically.
• �User setting: Use the up and down navigation key to set Default calling by and Default messaging by.  

Use the left and right navigation key to switch the SIM card you want to assign and press [Options] to save 
your desired setting.

If there is only one SIM card installed, this SIM card would be activated as default.

Entering Text
You can enter alphanumeric characters by using the keypad. To change modes, press the  key.

T9 Mode
This mode allows you to enter words with only one keystroke per letter. Each key on the keypad has more 
than one letter. The T9 mode automatically compares your keystrokes with an internal linguistic dictionary 
to determine the correct word, thus requiring far fewer keystrokes than the traditional ABC mode. The input 
method is display at the upper right corner of your phone.

sent to your pre-defined phone number.
3  �You can set the LMT function by the following steps:

• Select [Settings] from the main menu, and then select [Security].

How to set the tone

Browser Menu 1
• Home: Select this to load browser start page (the content depends on the service provider).
• �Yahoo!: Through Yahoo! you can access your Yahoo! Messenger and email accounts from any major provider. 

You can visit Yahoo!® Mobile for more information.
• Bookmarks: Use this menu to save URL addresses.
• Enter address: Key in the URL address directly.
• History: View the recent pages you have visited.
• Settings: Set the phone to automatically register a GPRS network when you switch the phone on.
Call history Menu 2
You can check the record of missed, received, and dialed calls only if the network supports the Calling Line 
Identification (CLI) within the service area. The number and name (if available) are displayed together with the 
date and time at which the call was made. You can also view call durations.
• All calls: Display all the lists of three types (Received/Dialled/Missed calls) by time.
• Missed calls: Allow you to view the last 50 unanswered calls.
• Dialled calls: Allow you to view the last 50 outgoing calls (called or attempted).
• Received calls: Allow you to view the last 50 incoming calls.
• Call duration: Allow you to view the duration of your incoming and outgoing calls.
• Call costs: Check the cost of your last call, all calls, and reset the cost.
• Data information: Check the total of data transferred over the web through GPRS information option.



Tools Menu 3
• �Alarm clock: Allow you to set one of five alarms. The current time is displayed at the upper right corner of 

the screen when you select an alarm to set. At the alarm time, the Alarm icon will be displayed on the screen 
and the alarm will sound.

• Calendar: You can check track of daily or monthly schedules.
• Calculator: This contains the standard functions such as Addition, Subtraction, Multiplication and Division.
• Memo: You can create a list of tasks.

• �Normal: Standard profile as default setting. After activating this profile, the  indicator will be displayed on 

the standby screen.
• �Silent: Ring tone and vibrator is set to be off. After activating this profile, the  indicator will be displayed 

on the standby screen.
• �Outdoor: Ring tone and key tone volume is set to maximum. After activating this profile, the  indicator 

will be displayed on the standby screen.
• �Flight mode: Wireless radio of your phone is disabled, so you can safely use the non-wireless functions of 

your phone (such as multimedia, tools, or games…ext.). After activating this profile, the  indicator will 
be displayed on the standby screen.

Troubleshooting
Problem Possible Solution
Telephone cannot be switched on Please take out battery and insert again. Then press End/ Power on key to power on the 

phone.
Battery empty Charge battery. Check charging indicator on display.
The battery doesn’t charge properly or the 
phone sometimes turns itself off

Wipe the charging contacts, both on the phone and on the battery, with a clear soft cloth.

Usage time of battery becomes shorter If the battery time is short, it may be due to the user environment, a large volume of calls, 
or weak signals.

Charging error—Temperature out of range Make sure the ambient temperature is right, wait for a while, and the then charge again.
Charging error—Wrong charger Only use original LG accessories.
Charging error—Battery defective Replace battery.
Charging error—No battery icon appears 
when charging

The battery is empty or has been not used for a long time. It may take a while before the 
battery icon appears on the screen.

Forgot the phone code or password The default phone code is “0000”.
Enter PUK The PIN code has been entered incorrectly three times in succession, and the phone is 

now blocked. Enter the PUK supplied by your service provider.
Loss of Network You may be in a weak signal area. Move and try again. You are trying to access an option 

for which you have no subscription with your service provider. Contact the service 
provider for further details.

Problem Possible Solution
You have entered a number but it was 
not dialed

Be sure that you have pressed Talk/ Yes key. 
Be sure that you have accessed the right network service. 
Be sure that you have not set an outgoing call barring option. 
Be sure that you have entered the area code.

Your correspondent cannot reach you Be sure that your phone is switched on. Press Talk/ Yes key for more than one second. 
Be sure that you are accessing the network service. Be sure that you have not set an 
incoming call barring option.

Your correspondent cannot hear you 
speaking

Be sure that you have switched off the loudspeaker. Be sure that you are holding the 
phone close enough to your mouth. The microphone is located at the bottom of the 
phone.

The voice quality of the call is poor Check the signal strength indicator on the display. The number of bars indicates the 
signal strength. Try moving the phone slightly or moving closer to a window if you are 
in a building.

No number is dialed when you recall a 
contact

Use the Phonebook Search feature to ensure the number has been stored correctly. 
Resave the number, if necessary.

Cannot use the Browser Your subscription does not include data capability. You will need to contact your service 
provider to enable the service.

If the above guidelines do not help you to 
solve the problem

Take note of the model number of your mobile phone and a clear description of the 
problem. Contact your phone dealer or LG Service Center for help.
