Setting up the Bluetooth Passkey (Bluetooth PIN)

Once you set up a Bluetooth Passkey, the entry of a Bluetooth 
Passkey is always required on devices with Bluetooth wireless 
technology.

The default value has been set to 0000.
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1. Select Passkey with d or u, and then press , button.

2. Select a number for the first digit with d or u, and then press 
, button.

3. Select a number for the second through fourth digits in the 
same manner, and then press , button.

When Apply appears, press , button to apply the Bluetooth 
Passkey.
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This example sets “1234.”

Press - button to go back to the previous digit.

Print Settings and Printing
