Turning the Pager on/off

From the standby screen, press and release mpde button until
PAGER OFF is displayed.
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@ When the PAGER OFF is displayed on the screen, press select button
to turn the pager off.
& The off screen is displayed without any icon.
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@ To tumn the pager on at off screen, press read button over 3 seconds.
@  Then, the screen displays all icons with alert and vibration.
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Choosing the Alert Mode

You can checose a alert mode ; ALERT, VIBRATION or MELODY
From the standby screen, press and release the mode button until

SET ALERT is displayed.
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Press read button until the desired alert mode displayed.

Setting the Time

From the standhy screen, press and release mode button until
SET TIME is displayed.
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Press the read button. The hour digit begins to flash.

Press and release the read button to set the value of the hour.

Press the mode button to move to the each of the minute, A.M./[>M,
field. Then press the read button to set the value for each flield.

By pressing select button, you can set the time and exit.



Note : When A.M./P.M. indicator flashes, by pressing mode button

you can adjust hour or minutes again.

Setting the Date

From the standby screen, press and release mocde button until
SET DATE is displayed.
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@  Press the read hutton. The menth digit begins to flash.
Press and release the read butten to set the value of the month.
2 Press the mode button to move to the cach of the date field,
Then press the read button to set the value for each field.
@ By pressing select button, you can set the date and exit.

Setting the Alarm

From the standby screen, press and release mode hbutten until
SET ALARM is displayed.
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@ Press the read button to enter the SET ALARM menu.

@ By pressing the read button, ON ALARM and OFF ALARM
can be selected repeatedly.
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At ON ALARM, Press the select button
The hoeur digit begins to flash. Press and release the read button to set

When an alarm is cnabled, the alarm icon is displayed on the standby screen.

Automatic On/Off

You can set your pager to turn on or off at a certain time.

From the standby screen, press and release modc butten until

SET AUTO is displayed.
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Press the read button to enter the SET AUTO menu.
By pressing the read button, ON AUTO and OFF AUTO cun he

selected repeatedly.
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@& At ON AUTO, Press the select button,
The hour digit for turn-on time begin§ to flash.

Deleting Messages

Messages may be deleted one at a time or all at once,

To delete all messages ;
@  From the standby screen, press and release mode button until

CLEAR ALL i1s displayed.

@  Press select button and read button tocgether.
Then, all messages except locked messages are deleted with a heep and
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To delete a single message ;

(I Press the read button to select a message to be deleted.
@ Press the mode button and read button together.

Then, the message is deleted with a beep.

Locking/Unlocking(Protecting/Unprotecting) Messages

You can lock to protect up to 8 messages so they are not erascd or
replaced from being

Deleted with the CLEAR ALL function

Replaced when the pagers memory is full, as indicated by PAGLE FULL.

@ Locking messages
Press the read button to select the message to be locked.
When pressing mode button, PROTECT is displayed on the screen,
Press the select button to lock, then the message is locked with a beep

and locked message icon is displayed.
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@ Unlocking messages
Press the read button to select the message to he uniocked.
When pressing mode button, UNPROTECT is displayed on the
screen. Press the select button to unlock, then the message is unlocked
with a beep and locked message icon disappear.
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NOTE @ When vou have locked 8 messages, LOCK FULL is displayed
when vou try to lock the next message. To lock the next message, vou

must first unlock one message.

Backlight

Press the select button to activate the LCD hacklight.
And when you read a message during 5:00 P.M. to 6:59 AM., hacklight is

on autornatically,

Replacing the battery

This pager coperates with one AAA-size alkaline battery.

1 Turn your pager off.

2 To remove the old battery, slide the battery door lock towuards the
bottom of the pager to unlock the battery door.

3 Slide the door until it is free of the housing.

@ Remove the battery.

& Align the new battery so the positive(+) and negative(--) markings
match the polarity diagram in the battery compartment.
Insert the battery.

% Replace the hattery docr. Slide the battery door clesed.

70 Slide the battery door lock towards the top of the pager to lock

the battery docr.
