Congratulations on your purchase of a high-quality Insignia product. Your 
NS-SH513 represents the state of the art in Bluetooth/CD shelf systems 
and is designed for reliable and trouble-free performance.

4 Follow all instructions.

5 Do not use this apparatus near water.

6 Clean only with a dry cloth.

7 Do not block any ventilation openings. Install in accordance with the 
manufacturer's instructions.

8 Do not install near any heat sources such as radiators, heat registers, 
stoves, or other apparatus (including amplifiers) that produce heat.

9 Do not defeat the safety purpose of the polarized or grounding-type 
plug. A polarized plug has two blades with one wider than the other. A 
grounding type plug has two blades and a third grounding prong. The 
wide blade or the third prong are provided for your safety. If the 
provided plug does not fit into your outlet, consult an electrician for 
replacement of the obsolete outlet.

Your compact shelf 
system is equipped with safety switches to 
avoid exposure when the CD tray is open and 
the safety interlocks are defeated. Invisible 
laser radiation is present when the CD tray is 
open and the system's interlock has failed or 
been defeated. You should avoid direct 
exposure to the laser beam at all times. Do not 
attempt to defeat or bypass the safety 
switches. Do not stare into the beam.
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14 To reduce the risk of fire or electric shock, do not expose this device to 
rain, moisture, dripping, or splashing, and no objects filled with liquids, 
such as vases, shall be placed on it.

15 The wall plug is the disconnecting device. The plug must remain 
readily operable.

16 Batteries should not be exposed to excessive heat such as sunshine, 
fire, or the like.

# Component Description

1 Display Displays source, frequency, and playback information.

2 Remote control sensor Point the remote control at this sensor.

3  STANDBY button Press to turn on your compact shelf system. Press again to go to standby.

4 Standby/Bluetooth 
indicator

This light indicates the following:
Standby mode: Red
Bluetooth pairing mode: Blinking Blue
Bluetooth paired mode: Solid Blue

5 CD tray Place the CD in this tray, label side up, to begin playback.

6 USB port Connect a USB flash drive to this port to play files on the device.

7 SOURCE button Press repeatedly to select the source you want. Options include CD, 
TUNER, USB, BT (Bluetooth), or AUX.

8 VOLUME knob Turn clockwise to raise the volume or counterclockwise to lower the 
volume.

9 PRESET+/–
 (previous)
 (next) buttons

In radio mode, press + or – to tune to the next or previous radio preset 
station.
In CD mode, press  to go to the previous track or song, or press  
to go to the next track or song. 

10 EJECT button Press to open the CD tray or eject the currently playing CD.

11  PLAY/PAUSE 
button

Press to start playback. Press again to pause playback. Press again to 
resume playback.

# Component Description

1 L/R AUX IN jack Connect an external sound source, such as an MP3 player, to this connector.

2 Headphone jack Connect a headphone to this jack.

3 FM antenna jack Connect an FM antenna to this jack.

4 Power switch Switch to turn off the AC power to your compact shelf system. Switch to turn 
on the AC power.

5 Power cord Plug the AC power cord into a standard 120V~60Hz wall outlet.

6 L/R Speaker 
connections

Connect the left and right speakers to these connectors.

Remote control

# Button Description

1  (standby) Press to turn on your compact shelf system. Press again to go to standby.

2 CD Press to switch your compact shelf system to CD mode.

NS-SH513
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3 USB Press to switch your compact shelf system to USB mode.

4 AUX Press to switch your compact shelf system to AUX mode.

5 REPEAT In CD or USB mode, press once to repeat the current song, press twice to repeat 
all tracks, press a third time to cancel Repeat mode.

6 TIME Press to play a CD from a specific time point. In USB mode, press to set the 
playback time of the current track 

7 ID3 While playing MP3 tracks, press to display information about the current track.

8 PLAY/ENTER Press to enable the item you have selected.

9 PRESET– Press to tune the FM radio to the previous preset station. When setting presets, 
press to select a lower preset number.

10 VOL– Press to lower the volume.

11 EQ Press to select a specific sound field (equalization). Selections include Jazz, 
Rock, Classic, Pop, LIve, Dance, and Off.

12  (previous) Press to go to the previous track or song.

13  (stop) Press to stop playback.

14  (fast reverse) Press to fast rewind a CD or USB track.

15 MO/ST In TUNER mode, press to switch from stereo mode to mono mode. Press again 
to switch back to stereo mode.

16 TUNE– Press to tune the FM radio to a lower frequency.

17 IR transmitter Transmits the IR signal to the compact shelf system.

18  (eject) Press to open the CD tray or eject the currently playing CD.

19 FM Press to switch to FM mode.

20 BT Press to switch to Bluetooth mode.

21 RANDOM Press to switch playback to random mode. Press again to cancel.

22 PROGRAM Press to program CD playback.

23 Number buttons In CD mode, press to enter the track number you want to play.
In FM mode, press to select a specific frequency.
In BT mode, press to enter a passkey.
In Program mode, press to enter the number of the song you want to begin 
playback.
In Time mode, press to enter the time.

24 SAVE In FM mode, press to save a preset station.

25  (mute) Press to mute the sound. Press again to cancel. When you switch to other 
modes, the default is mute off.

26 VOL+ Press to raise the volume.

27 PRESET + Press to tune the FM radio to the next preset station. When setting presets, 
press to select a higher preset number.

28 TONE Press to adjust the bass and treble.

29  (play/pause) Press to start playback. Press again to pause playback. Press again to resume 
playback.

30  (next) Press to go to the next track or song.

31  (fast forward) Press to fast forward a CD or USB track.

# Button Description
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Setting up your compact shelf system
Connecting the AC power

To connect the AC power:
1 Make sure that your local AC power source matches the voltage shown 

on the plate located on the AC power adapter. If it does not, do not use 
that power source.

2 Plug the AC power cord into a wall power outlet.

Connecting the FM antenna

To connect the FM antenna:
1 Connect the FM antenna (provided) to the FM antenna interface on 

the back of your compact shelf system.

2 Arrange the antenna for best FM reception.

32 SEARCH Press to search FM stations from low to high. The searched stations are saved 
automatically as presets.

33 TUNE+ Press to tune the FM radio to a higher frequency.

Caution

To protect your compact shelf system during thunderstorms, 
unplug the AC power cord from the AC power outlet.

# Button Description

FM antenna jack
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Connecting the speakers

To connect the speakers:
1 Using the speaker wires provided, connect the black (-) wires to the 

negative (-) speaker terminals (right and left) on your compact shelf 
system and to the negative (-) terminals on the right and left speakers.

2 Connect the red (+) wires to the positive (+) speaker terminals (right 
and left) on your compact shelf system and to the positive (+) 
terminals on the right and left speakers.

Speaker connections
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Using your compact shelf system
Turning on your compact shelf system

To turn on your compact shelf system:
• Make sure that the power switch on the back of the unit is turned on, 

then press  STANDBY on the front of your compact shelf system or 
on the remote control. 

Using the remote control

To install remote control batteries:
1 Press the battery compartment cover latch, then remove the cover. 

Notes
• Turn the unit on (using the power switch on the back of 

the compact shelf system), insert the batteries 
(included) into the remote control, and direct the remote 
control at the remote sensor on the front panel of your 
compact shelf system.

• The distance between the remote control and your 
compact shelf system should not exceed 23 ft. (7 m).

• If the remote control sensor or IR transmitter is blocked, 
the remote control will not operate correctly.
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2 Insert two AAA batteries (included) into the battery compartment. 
Make sure that the + and – symbols on the batteries match the + and – 
symbols in the battery compartment.

3 Replace the cover.

Selecting the sound source

To select the sound source:
• Press SOURCE repeatedly on the front of your compact shelf system 

or on the remote control to select CD, TUNER, USB, BT (Bluetooth), 
or AUX. The source you select appears on the display.

Volume control and mute

To adjust the volume and mute the sound:
• After you select the sound source you want, turn the VOLUME knob 

to set the volume to a comfortable level. 
• Press  (mute) to mute the sound. Press  (mute) again, or VOL+ or 

– to turn the sound back on.

Cautions
• Make sure that you insert the batteries correctly.
• Do not use rechargable (Ni-Cd) batteries.
• Do not heat, open, or short-circuit batteries.
• Do not throw batteries into a fire.
• Do not mix different types of batteries or mix old and 

new batteries.
• If the remote control does not function correctly or if the 

operating range becomes reduced, replace the batteries.
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Adjusting the tone

To adjust the tone:
• In any mode, press TONE on the remote control to select Bass or 

Treble. While BASS or TREBLE is on the display, press Vol +/- to adjust 
the level.

Selecting the sound equalization

To select the sound equalization:
• Press EQ to select the sound equalization you want. Choose one of 

the following preset options: JAZZ, ROCK, CLASSIC, POP, LIVE, 
DANCE, or OFF (no equalization).

Using Radio mode

Tuning to a station

To play the radio:
1 If necessary, press SOURCE repeatedly to select FM (Tuner) mode or 

press FM on the remote control. “TUNER” appears on the display.

2 Adjust the volume to a comfortable level by turning the VOLUME 
knob.

3 Press MO/ST to switch between mono and stereo Tuner mode.

4 Tuning to a station:
• Press the number buttons on the remote control to select a specific 

frequency. For example, to listen to 99.7 MHz, press 9, 9, and 7 to 
go to that frequency.

• Briefly press TUNE + or TUNE – on the remote control to tune the 
radio up or down one frequency step (0.2 MHz). A three second 
press and release tunes automatically to the next strong station. 

• When a strong FM signal is received, “ ” appears on the display if 
the Tuner mode is set to Stereo.

• Briefly press PRESET + or PRESET – to tune to the next or previous 
preset station. Up to 30 stations can be preset.

• Pressing and holding PRESET+ or PRESET- automatically cycles 
through the presets until the button is released.

5 Scanning for stations:
• To automatically scan for stations from low to high, press SEARCH 

on the remote control. The searched stations are automatically 
saved as presets.

Note

When the searched stations are saved as presets, your existing 
presets will be lost.

• To tune to the next highest or lowest radio station with a strong 
signal, press and hold TUNE+ or TUNE- for three seconds. 

To improve FM reception:
• For improved FM reception, raise and extend the FM antenna on the 

back of your compact shelf system. You may have to reposition the 
antenna for best reception.

To save presets:
1 If necessary, press SOURCE repeatedly to select FM (Tuner) mode or 

press FM on the remote control. “TUNER” appears on the display.

2 Tune to the radio station you want to save as a preset.

3 Press SAVE on the remote control to enter Preset saving mode.

4 Press PRESET + or PRESET – to select a preset number.

5 Press SAVE again on the remote control. The currently tuned station is 
now saved to the selected preset number.

6 Repeat Steps 2 to 5 to store as many as 30 FM presets. 

7 To select a preset station, briefly press PRESET + or PRESET – 
repeatedly until you reach the station you want.

Using the CD player
You can play audio CDs, CD-Rs, and CD-RWs in standard or 3” size.

To use the CD player:
1 Press SOURCE repeatedly to select CD mode.

2 Press EJECT to open the CD tray.

3 Insert a CD, label side up.

4 Press EJECT to close the CD tray.

5 Playback begins automatically. The current track appears on the 
display. The CD stops when finished. 

6 Control CD playback as follows:
• Press  (play/pause) to pause playback. Press again to resume 

playback.

Note

Do not attempt to play DVDs, VCDs, or data CDs in your compact 
shelf system.

Note

If the CD tray is opened during playback, playback stops 
immediately and any repeat mode setting is reset. 
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• Press (stop) to stop playback. Press PLAY/ENTER to begin 
playback from the beginning.

• Press  or  to skip to the next or previous track.

• Press and hold  to fast forward. Press again to fast forward at 
higher speed. Press again to resume normal speed.

• Press and hold  to fast reverse. Press again to fast reverse at 
higher speed. Press again to resume normal speed.

• Press the number buttons to enter the number of the track you 
want to play.

• Press REPEAT once to repeat the current track.  appears on the 
display.

• Press REPEAT twice to repeat the entire CD.  appears on the 
display.

• Press REPEAT three times to cancel repeat mode.
• Press RANDOM to play CD tracks randomly. Press again to cancel.

To play MP3 discs:
1 Press EJECT to open the disc tray. Insert the MP3 disc and press EJECT 

again to close it. The system reads the disc automatically.

2 Basic playback is the same as a standard CD.

3 Press ID3 to display information of the MP3 tracks, including artist or 
album name (MP3 discs only).

Note

If the current track has played more than two seconds, press 
 to go the beginning of the currently playing track. Press 
 again to go to the previous track. If the current track has 

played for less than two seconds, press  to go the previous 
track directly.

Note

Random play is only available on standard music CDs, not MP3 or 
WMA CDs.

Notes
• If a CD is inserted incorrectly, is dirty or damaged, is not 

present, or is a non-compatible format, “NO DISC” 
appears on the display. 

• To prevent damage to the CD, never open the CD door 
while the CD is rotating and never touch the lens.

• The CD player should only be used on a steady surface.

ALL
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Programming and timing CD playback

To program CD playback:
1 Press (stop) while playing a CD, then press PROGRAM. The display 

shows “PR 0100.”

2 Using the number buttons, enter the number of the song you want to 
play first. For example, to select song 4 as the first song played in the 
program, enter “0” then “4” for track 4. (Important note-you must enter 
two digits for the song numbers.) After each song is entered, your 
compact shelf system is automatically set up for you to enter the next 
song. Continue programming until you have entered all the songs you 
want to play.

3 When you finish programming, press PLAY/ENTER to confirm. Your 
compact shelf system will play the songs by the programmed order.

4 To cancel the program, press (stop) once.

To set the playback from a specific time point:
• Press TIME once, the display screen shows “D_ _ _ _.” Enter the digits 

to set the desired listening time from the beginning of the disc. For 
example, If you want to start playback from time 35:05 (within the 
total disc time), press TIME once, then enter digits 3, 5, 0, 5 on the 
“D_ _ _ _” interface. The CD starts playing from 35:05. 

• If you want to listen to the current track from a specific time point, 
press TIME twice, the display screen shows “T_ _ _ _.” Enter the digits 
to set the desired listening time of this track. For example, if you want 
to start playback from time 03:05 (within the total current track time), 
press TIME twice, then enter digits 0, 3, 0, 5 on the “T_ _ _ _” 
interface, the CD starts playing the content of 03:05.

Note

Program CD playback is available only for standard music CDs, 
not MP3 or WMA CDs.

Notes

While playing music from a USB device, you can only set the 
playback time of the current track.
While playing music from an MP3 or WMA CD, you can only set 
the playback time of the current track.
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Using Bluetooth
Before you can use your compact shelf system with a Bluetooth device, 
you need to pair your device to the compact shelf system.

To pair your devices using Bluetooth:
1 Make sure that a compatible Bluetooth device (like a music player or 

phone) is turned on and within 33 feet (10 meters) of your compact 
shelf system.

2 Press SOURCE one or more times, or press BT on the remote control to 
switch to Bluetooth mode. The compact shelf system is now in 
Bluetooth pairing mode and the LED blinks on and off.

3 Go to the Bluetooth manager on your device by doing the following:
a. For iPad/iPhone/iPod touch:

i. From the home page, click Settings > General > Bluetooth.
b. For Android Phone/Tablet:

i. From your smart phone/tablet home page, click Settings >
Wireless and networks.

ii. Click to activate Bluetooth, then click Bluetooth settings.
c. For a PC or Mac, you can find these instructions in the 

documentation that came with your computer or operating system.

4 On the Bluetooth device, select NS-SH513 in the list of found devices.

5 On the Bluetooth device, enter 0000 as the PIN, if prompted. The LED 
indicator lights solid blue on the compact shelf system.
If you are pairing with a computer, make sure that your compact shelf 
system is selected as the computer’s default playback device. See the 
computer’s documentation for instructions.

Notes
• Some devices, such as an iPhone, connect immediately 

after pairing so the LED indicator on the compact shelf 
system remains on. Other devices, such as notebook 
computers, may ask you if you wish to connect. In this 
instance, the LED continues to blink until a connection is 
established.

• Your compact shelf system saves pairing information for 
up to eight devices. However, it can only be connected 
and playing content from one device at a time.

• When you turn on your compact shelf system, it 
automatically connects to the last connected device if 
that device is in range. To connect to a different paired 
device, you have to turn off Bluetooth or unpair from the 
currently paired device and manually connect to the 
other paired device.
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To disconnect your device:
• Turn off the Bluetooth function on your device.

Playback operation
Playback is controlled by the Bluetooth device, by the buttons on the front 
of your compact shelf system, and by the remote control (such as VOL+/–, 

, , and ).

Reconnecting your device
If you move out of range or turn off the Bluetooth feature on your 
Bluetooth device, the compact shelf system disconnects from your device. 
When this happens, the LED blinks on and off. 

To restore the connection:
Move the music device back into range (within 33 feet), and make sure 
there is a clear line of sight and there are no obstructions between the 
compact shelf system and the device.

The connection is automatically reestablished and the LED lights solid 
blue.

Connecting to a different device

To connect to a different device:
1 On your Bluetooth device you are currently connected to, turn off the 

Bluetooth function or unpair the compact shelf system in your 
Bluetooth device list.
The compact shelf system can now be connected to another 
Bluetooth Device.

2 Follow the section “To pair your devices using Bluetooth:” to connect a 
new device.

To receive a phone call while playing music:
• When a call is received while playing music through a phone, the 

music will stop automatically.
• When the call ends, depending on the setting of your phone, the 

current track may resume playback.

Notes

The auto-connect feature may not work with some Bluetooth 
devices, if this occurs use your Bluetooth device settings menu to 
manually select the compact shelf system from the list of found 
Bluetooth devices.
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Using a USB device

To listen to a USB device:
1 Connect the USB flash drive to the unit.

2 Press SOURCE one or more times or press USB on the remote control. 
“USB” appears on the display and the player automatically detects the 
device. If the device is found, the player automatically starts playback.

3 To exit USB mode switch to another mode using the remote source 
buttons or the SOURCE button on the unit.

Using an AUX device

To connect an AUX device:
1 Make sure that your compact shelf system is turned off. 

2 Plug one end of an RCA stereo audio cable (included) into the AUX IN 
jack on the back of your unit and into the audio out or line out jack on 
the audio device.

3 Press SOURCE one or more times until “AUX” appears on the display or 
press AUX on the remote control. 

4 Use the controls on the audio device to control playback.

Note

The playback method is the same as it is for CD.

Note
• USB-Extension cable should have a max. length of 1.6 ft. 

(0.5 m).
• Depending on the amount of data and the media speed, 

it may take longer for the system to read the contents of 
the USB device. In some cases, reading time may be as 
long as 60 seconds. This is not a malfunction.

• Even when the files are in a supported format, some may 
not play or display, depending on the content.

• The file formats that this system can play are MP3, WMA 
with .MP3 and .WMA extensions.

Note

You can also use the volume controls on the device to adjust the 
volume, but the volume knob on your compact shelf system 
provides the best control.
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Troubleshooting

Problem Solution

No power to the 
unit.

• Make sure that the power cord is fully inserted in the power outlet.
• Make sure that the power switch on the back of the unit is turned on.

The remote control 
does not work.

• Make sure that the batteries are fresh.
• Make sure that you are aiming the remote control at the front of the unit 

and that the remote control sensor is not blocked.

“No Disc” error • Make sure that there is a CD in the disc tray.
• Make sure that the CD disc is correctly inserted (label side up).
• Make sure that you are using a compatible disc. (CDs, CD-Rs, and CD-RWs in 

standard or 3” size.)
• Make sure that the disc is not dirty or scratched.

No sound. • Make sure that power is connected and your unit is turned on.
• Make sure that the power switch on the back of the unit is turned on.
• Make sure that the speakers are correctly connected.
• Make sure that your external device is turned on and is playing.
• Make sure that the volume on your external device is turned up and is not 

set to mute.
• Make sure that the volume is not extremely low.
• Make sure that the correct source has been selected.
• Verify all connections.
• Make sure that no wires or cables are damaged or broken.
• Disconnect the headphones. Sound will be muted if headphones are 

connected.

The CD skips while 
playing.

• Make sure that you are using a standard CD (normal size and shape) or 3” 
CD.

• Make sure your CD is a compatible format.
• Make sure that you do not move your compact shelf system while it is 

playing and that it is positioned on a flat, steady surface.
• Clean the CD by wiping outwards from the center (not in a circle) with a 

clean cloth. If a dry cloth does not clean the CD, wipe the CD with a slightly 
moistened, soft cloth, then dry it with a soft cloth. Do not use any solvents 
to clean CDs.

• Your CD may be damaged. Try playing another CD.

What should I do if 
my CD will not play?

• Make sure that the CD is correctly inserted with the label facing up.
• Make sure that the correct audio source is selected.
• Clean the CD by wiping outwards from the center (not in a circle) with a 

clean cloth. If a dry cloth does not clean the CD, wipe the CD with a slightly 
moistened, soft cloth, then dry it with a soft cloth. Do not use any solvents 
to clean CDs.

• Make sure that your CD is compatible. Your boombox can play CDs, CD-Rs, 
and CD-RWs. Your CD may be damaged. Try playing another CD.

“Invalid” display on 
the display

• Unplug and reconnect the power cord.

Severe hum or noise 
or can’t receive FM 
stations.

• Make sure that FM reception is adequate. Move the antenna or move the 
unit away from possible sources of interference.

• The FM signal may be weak. Select a different station.
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Maintaining
Cleaning your compact shelf system

To prevent fire or shock hazard, disconnect your compact shelf system 
from the AC power source when cleaning.

The finish on your compact shelf system may be cleaned with a dust cloth 
and cared for as other furniture. Use caution when cleaning and wiping 
the plastic parts.

No sound in 
Bluetooth mode.

• Make sure that the Bluetooth device is still connected. Reconnect if 
necessary.

• Make sure you are playing music from your device.
• Turn up the volume on your Bluetooth device.
• Make sure that your Bluetooth device is within 33 ft. (10 m) of your compact 

shelf system.
• Make sure that your Bluetooth device is not muted.

Will not pair to a 
device.

• Make sure that the Bluetooth device is turned on.
• Make sure that the Bluetooth device is in pairing mode, then select 

NS-SH513 on the Bluetooth device. See the instructions that came with the 
Bluetooth device.

• The Bluetooth device may be too far away from your compact shelf system. 
Move the Bluetooth device within 33 feet (10 m) of your compact shelf 
system.

• The Bluetooth device does not use a supported Bluetooth protocol (A2DP).
• Make sure your Bluetooth device is not muted.
• Make sure that your phone or device is Bluetooth-compatible.
• Try re-pairing the compact shelf system. See “Using Bluetooth” on page 16.
• Your compact shelf system may already be connected to a different 

Bluetooth device. You have to turn off Bluetooth or unpair from the 
currently paired device and manually connect to the other paired device.

Bluetooth signal 
fades or drops out

• Shorten the distance between your compact shelf system and the 
Bluetooth device. The maximum connection distance is 33 ft. (10 m). 
However, this distance may be reduced if the wireless signal has to pass 
through walls or other obstructions.
